During the week a large crowd attended the Community Forum at Mona Vale to get a litle clarity on current proposals that, should they be
implemented, will change the landscape, seascape and social structure within Pittwater.

A new group “Save Pittwater’ has launched a website and begun raising awareness of what The White Faper and proposed Council
Amalgamations may mean to Pittwater. People For Pittwater, comprised of many of the people who succeeded, along with our community,
in ensuring Pittwater Council exists as well as The Friends of Currawong have been doing their utmost to galvanise all to add your voice
to shaping your future.

Here in the office we've gone through the 56 papers and documents of Supporiing Information on the NSW Government’'s website, along
with the 20 Panel Reports listed so far, some of them well over a few scores of pages long, and managed to come out the other end
without having destroyed one tree by printing them or polluting one stream with all that ink.

Yes, it's World Environment Day along with World's Ocean Day this week!!!

How are you going to dip your cap to Pittwater? Catch a wind in your sails, ride a wave on a beach, stroll among the getting tall again frees
and see what tiny tiny flowers are growing among their roots or just dangle your legs off a wharf, pier, jetty, pontoon, sea wall or barge and
salute all you see with sparkling eyes?

Why are we here amongst all this beauty? What draws us all to be in this place?

Could it be. .. allyou see and .. all you dwell amongst in every season” Could it be all these people who are so relaxed and open and
sharing, who care about others even before they've met them?

lluminating as it is to listen to all sides of any debate and study every study put forth, true is true and false is false, and we here know the
difference. As stated in May this year Pittwater Council is and remains sound in the financial sense. From May this vear;

Pittwater's Finances Rated Sound - A NSW Treasury Corporation report on the financial sustainability of the state’s 152 councils has
rated Pittwater as "sound’. The rating means that Pittwater is in the top 20% of NSW councils for long-term financial viability.

The report defined financial sustainability as being the ability ‘to generate sufficient funds to provide the levels of service and infrastructure
agreed with its community_’ It looked at each council’s financial results between 2009 and 2012 and their 10 year financial forecasts,
focussing on key benchmarks such as operating performance, liguidity, the level of debt, capital expenditure and asset management.

Mayor Jacqui Townsend said the report vindicated Pittwater's approach to long-term strategic planning.

“The Council has placed great emphasis on financial maodelling and future projections for income and expenditure and was one of the first
councils in the state to produce long-term financial and asset management plans,” she said. "On average we are spending around $20
million on capital works and projects each year which our community have told us they want.”

This underlines we don't need to merge with other Councils now, or in the future.

The other much debated change is no community consultation on proposed developments, which may translate into finding the wide blue
sky with expanses of green on every horizon and blue waters in between suddenly turned into a brick wall, literally.

Green Blue Green or... brick, cement and steel. . .this will not be a fantastic sculpture as part of any of our annual Art Exhibitions.
VWe may even lose our MP as, if Pittwater goes, where goes our representative? Where goes our voice?

As itis speak now or forever hold your peace time, again, we must all speak. Have a look at what's available to help you decide, join
in the discussion, let your Council know what you want, ask questions on the Mayoral Blog, sign a petition, write a letter, make a
submission, attend the Independent Local Government Review Panel Hearing at Dee Why on Tuesday.

From Council this week:
PITTWATER RESIDENTS HAVE THEIR SAY

Local residents attending a community meeting Tuesday night organised by the Council reaffirmed their opposition to amalgamating
Pittwater with Warringah and Manly councils. The idea is being proposed by an independent panel engaged by the NSW government to
recommend reform of local councils. Pittwater has been earmarked for absorption into a northern beaches council area of over 250,000
residents. Mayor Jacqui Townsend said residents had fought hard 21 years ago to establish their own council and ‘their sense of self-
determination.’

“We want to keep the natural environment and local character that makes Pittwater what it is today. We want certainty in our planning laws
S0 we know what our neighbour is going to build.”

Residents aftending the meeting heard a presentation by the Council’'s Director of Planning Steve Evans on the changes to NSW planning
law due to come into effect by the end of this year. If adopted by the government, the planning changes would mean automatic
approval for 80% of developments without notifying neighbours.

Mayor Townsend said the new planning laws would put development ahead of the environment and the character of neighbourhoods. She
sald that the planning changes coupled with the proposed amalgamation represented the "greatest threat to Pittwater since the council
was created in 1992

Residents at last night's meeting passed two unanimous motions rejecting outright the move to amalgamate Manly, Pittwater
and Warringah Councils and ‘any changes to planning laws to expedite development applications without detailed and
extensive consultation with residents’.

sorry Day in Pittwater was held beside Marrabeen Lagoon, a water temple and its grounds that are sacred to our local indigenous people.
The gentlemen above performed age old dances to educate guests on traditional customs and the stories they keep. A sense of family
filled the hall and park outside. Children played, old friends caught up with each other and good food was shared.

The only dispersal of warmth came as the Stolen Generation was discussed and a cold shiver, like those we feel when hearing of
genocides, rose as one after another 'adopted’ person's story was read out. Report in Pictorial for Issue 113,
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Indigenous Commemorative Service at Hyde Park - 2013

The now annual commemaorative ceremony held at the ANZAC Memaorial Pool of Reflection,
to recognise the contribution Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander veterans have made in the
defence of this country, in all wars, conflicts and peacekeeping activities, was held on Friday
31st of May this year. An address was given by Her Excellency Professor Marie Bashir AC
CVO Governaor of New South Wales to guests, dignitaries, school students and members of
the public. A wreath was floated on the Pool of Reflection by community elders Uncle Allen
Madden and Aunty Sandra Lee assisted by students from Chifley Public School and St
Jame’s Catholic Primary School, Glebe. Mr David Williams, Vietnam Veteran, was MC
again this year, providing insights and inspiration. Flight Sgt. Don Walker (Kalkadoon Tribe,
near Mt. Isa in QLD), whose great grandfather and father also served, representing a century
of one family protecting Australia, gave the Address by a Veteran this year.

Pittwater residents Doreen Cherry, representing the Women's Land Army, and Oliver Wyatt,
a student at Barrenjoey High School attended again this year to lay a wreath and honour the
many indigenous men and women who have served Australia in the Navy, Army and Air
Force.

During Reconciliation Week 2006, Aunty Dot Peters, an Elder of the Healesville Indigenous
Community in Victoria organised a ceremony commemaorating Indigenous veterans at the
Melbourne Cenotaph with the assistance of the Victorian sub-branch of the Returned &
Services League (R&SL) and Legacy. Encouraged by the success of the event, Aunty Dot
wrote to the then Minister for Veterans’ Affairs, the Hon Bruce Billson MP, seeking his
support for similar ceremonies to be held throughout Australia in 2007. Aunty Dot's
suggestion was supported by Mr Billson and, during Reconciliation Week 2007, ceremonies
were successfully organised throughout Australia, including a National Commemoration in
Canberra, by committees consisting of members of the Indigenous community and ex-service organisations, with the support of the
Department of Veterans' Affairs.

This year is the 7th Commemoration Service in Sydney. This year we share a few extracts from Her Excellency Professor Marie Bashir AC
CVO Governaor of New South Wales Address: E

Around the time of WWIl aboriginal attitudes towards the services were understandably cautious- The secretary of the Australian
Aborigines League, William Cooper, argued that aborigines should nat fight for a white Australia. He had lost his son in the First World
War and was ever saddened that that sacrifice had not brought any improvement in rights and conditions. He demanded improvements at
home before taking up what he considered was the privilege of defending the land. Nevertheless many hundreds of aborigines, including
Torres Strait Islanders, enlisted for WWII, serving in the second ALF. and militia with immense courage and distinction and supporting the
nation’s defence despite suffering feelings of hurt.

VWe commend with immense gratifude those heroes, such as Leonard Waters who flew a Kittyhawk on 95 operational missions and John
Gribble, a coastwatcher on Melville Island, who formed a unit of thirty-six Indigenous Australians which patrolled a large area of coast and
islands, and the wonderful Kath Walker, Oodgeroo Moonuccal, who joined the Australian Women's Army Service in 1942 after her two
brothers were captured by the Japanese at the fall of Singapore. A great Australian in every sense whose war time experience and
observations helped to lay the foundations for her later advocacy of Aboriginal rights.

As for the Tarres Strait Islander men, by 1944 it was estimated that almost every able bodied man had enlisted and that in proportion to
population, no community in Australia had contributed more to the Second World War effort then the Torres Strait Islander men.

Sadly many indigenous Service men were Killed in the fighting and at least 12 are known to
have died as prisoners of war. Despite their service and all their sacrifices, indigenous
veterans returned to much the same standard as before, some even barred from RSL clubs
except on ANZAC Day.

We must acknowledge those mindless attitudes of the past with a sense of sorrow in
our hearts and ensure that we are now moving forward as one people. I'm certainly
grateful that the proud acknowledgement of the service and sacrifice of indigenous
servicemen is now taking place through commemaorations such as this today and for the
wonderful Coloured Digger movement which has been commemorated in recent years on
ANZAC Days, services which follow at the Hyde Park Shrine of Remembrance.

Today we can stand together as one great family in gratitude, inspired by what our indigenous
Veterans have given towards Australia’s freedom and our national identity.

Australia, the Aborigines Act 1905 removed the legal guardianship of Aboriginal parents and made their children all legal wards of the
state, so no parental permission was required.

The Bringing Them Home report acknowledged that 'Indigenous children have been forcibly separated from their families and
communities since the very First Days of the European occupation of Australia’ by governments and missionaries. In 1998 Sydney
saw the first Sorry Day - now it's commemorated nationally with thousands of Australians from all walks of life participating in meetings like
this one here today.

It's where we come together, in a day of Healing to honour the Stolen Generations. Because - Together - we CAN- make a difference.
The Guringai Festival - Live Life Loudly, goes right through until NAIDOC week 14th July. The Festival involves 11 Local Councils and
Reconciliation Groups like ASGMWE, with 66 events for you to go to. The ASG has 13 events on with the Guringai Festival, details on our
Events Page.

Finally, tomarrow is the last day of Reconciliation Week 2013. The reconciliation begun with the 1967 referendum in which 90 per cent of
Australians voted to remove clauses in the Australian Constitution which discriminated against Indigenous Australians. This allowed
Abariginal people to vote.

Meil Evers tells us this is unfinished business as the Government has committed to holding a referendum to finally recognise the First
Peoples of this land and ensure our Caonstitution reflects the principle of racial equality. The Journey to Recognition began in
Melbourne last Sunday marning and will wind through every state and territory until it finishes at the Garma Festival in northeast Arnhem
Land in August this year.

It has a vast camp kitchen where we meet for wine, nibbles and a
chat before throwing meat on the barbecue for dinner.

For our first walk we drive around 35 minutes north of Mudgee on the
Ulan Road to Hands On Rock.

| Backtracking a few kilometres we park at The Drip picnic area. Sandstone cliffs 20 metres high flank the walking trail on one side. This
follows the Goulburn River meandering through sand flats. In parts the river is deeper and we sit for morming tea on protruding rocks.
Streamers of algae the colour of green olives waver in the current. We hear a few bird calls above the chatter.

Arch Eock

The path is rougher in places and we clamber down through Arch Rock. A huge split boulder appears. It's as if a giant blade has cleaved
it in two. Further along on a monstrous overhang, a band of green growth supported by drizzling water covers the rock face. Mear the end
the cliff towers over the rocky, river bend. From its edge droplets of spring water disturb the serenity of the pools below. The Drip is
appropriately named. The return trip takes a little over an hour. This scenery is so different from the Northern Beaches we linger in its
peacefulness.

Cleaved boulder

On another day we travel around 30 minutes north east of Mudgee on the Wollar Road to Munghorn Gap Nature Reserve. The Castle
Rocks walking track, an easy four kilometre fire trail, brings us to another area of sandstone pagoda formations.

From the first vantage point a hilly rock formation dominates the valley, its shape reminiscent of a Cambodian temple. Dark green conical
pines spear through gum trees not unlike the pencil pines of Tuscany. A brochure on the walk reveals they are callitris pines.

Climbing to the top of other outcrops, we see spectacular views to the south. We're surrounded by amazingly weathered formations hidden
In forested ranges. Time is taken to ponder the landscape before we rejoin the trail back to our cars.

Enjoying the panorama

While these two bushwalks are the highlights of our stay there’s Fern Tree Gully and Dunn's Swamp to discover. One couple goes onto
stay in Coolah Tops National Park.

Of course you can also visit some wineries for tasting and buying local produce. Sharing antipasto platters for lunch at di Lusso Estate is
a culinary treat. Blue Wren Wines serves a scrumptious roast vegetable salad. A glass of sauvignon blanc helps you appreciate the
ambiance of the region’s vines.

Some of our group explores the historic town of Gulgong. Mudgee itself has splendid colonial architecture and is worth a wander. Scones,
jam and cream at the cafées along Market Street is also a tempting treat.

A sojourn in a country town can be a wonderful way to spend a few days. But for me Mudgee is magic for its bushwalks.

After the Halls had conducted the horse and cart ferry for some
yvears, Mr. A Milson entered the business, and opened up a trade
between Milson's Point and a wharf at about the point where
Macquarie-street now ends, between some sheds where the
harbour police launches were moored and stored.
