A
recent trip to Kimbriki to their Re-use Shop with a builder looking for a door for a client in measurements not made anymore was an eye
aopener into all else going on at the Kimbriki Resource Recovery Centre.

With almost 70% of the 220 000 tonnes of waste received each year recycled as Construction and Demolition recycling, Metal recycling,
Vegetation and wood waste recycling, Household recycling as well as Televisions and computer equipment now being recycled, KEE
(Kimbriki Environmental Enterprises) is literally proving how effective a waste not want not policy of old can create a new world.

The release this week from the Federal government of proposed Amendments to National Television and Computer Recycling Scheme
and an opportunity for the public to comment and International Composting Awareness Week Australia (Monday 6 — Saturday 11 May
2013) beginning in a few weeks, for which Pittwater Council is offering through Eco House at Kimbriki a Celebrate International Compaost
Week Workshop on Ecological Living and Gardening on the 30th of April, it is timely to look at all else occurring at Kimbriki.

The Peninsula Senior Citizens Toy Repair Group collects and repairs toys which are then donated to children’s charities. Used clothing
deposited into The Smith Family bins is sorted and re-used through The Smith Family charity shops or sold as textiles for industrial rag
supply. Used motor oil can be deposited by customers into the storage tank onsite and is collected by Nationwide Oil. At Wetherill Park the
ail Is recovered by a unigque chemical process that remaoves water and heavy metals. Tyres are removed from the site by Roadrubber
Tyres. They are taken to Enviroguard's shredding processing facility — Tyrecycle at Erskine Park. Rims are removed prior to disposal. Up
to 5 tyres can be disposed of per customer visit (this imit is set by the NSW Department of Environment, Climate Change and Water).
Charges Apply. Kimbriki can supply used rimless tyres, however, an application must be submitted and approved prior to arrival on site for
collection. Contact us for mare information. for more information. Tyres will not be supplied for use on vehicles. Vehicle bafteries are
collected by Hydromet. This company processes used lead acid batteries (ULAB'S) at its Unanderra NSW processing facility. These
ULAB's are fed into a battery breaker which separates the lead metal, lead paste, polypropylene and weak acid into discrete streams
ready for treatment prior to recycling in secondary lead smelters, with lead chemical manufacturers, and plastics recyclers. Acid is
recycled to produce chemicals within the Hydromet group. www_hydromet.com.au Cardboard and paper — glass bottles, plastic boftles
(PET and HDPE), aluminium cans. Computers and televisions are accepted at Kimbriki for recycling. Any householder or small business
operator, in a car, ute or frailer, may deliver up to 15 items free to Kimbriki. Maore than 98% of PC components can be efficiently recycled
by MRl See www.mri.com.au for more information.

Amendments to National Television and Computer Recycling Scheme released for public comment -Media
release, 17 April 2013

The Australian Government today released a discussion paper which proposes amendments to the regulations governing the
administration of the National Television and Computer Recycling Scheme. Parliamentary Secretary for Sustainability and Urban Water,
The Hon Amanda Rishworth MP said the public consultation period offers an opportunity for interested parties to help build on the early
success of the scheme.

"The discussion paper is based on the experiences gained during the scheme's first year of operation and on feedback from the television
and computer industry organisations running the scheme,” Ms Rishworth said. "Given its ground-breaking nature, we commenced the
scheme anticipating that operational experiences would identify further opportunities to fine-tune and enhance the scheme as it matured.
After twelve months the signs are that the scheme is progressing well, and by monitoring the roll-out closely we've been able to identify
some enhancements to strengthen it further.”

Through its own analysis, together with broad stakeholder feedback, the government has identified four key areas where the scheme could
be further enhanced. These are:

better matching of product codes and conversion factors

strengthening the capacity of co-regulatory arrangements to manage risk

simplifying administrative waste collection and recycling

aligning the scheme's activities more closely with the waste stream and the community's requirements for recycling.
processes for e-waste

To address these areas, the government is proposing amendments to the Product Stewardship (Televisions and Computers) Regulations
2011, with effect from 1 July 2013.

Ms Rishworth said the government is pleased with the roll out and the initial success of the scheme.

"Since commencing on-ground activity in May 2012, thousands of tonnes of unwanted televisions and computers have already been
recycled and over two hundred collection services have been established across Australia. The scheme is achieving what it was set up to
do—reduce the amount of e-waste going to landfill by providing householders and small business with free access to recycling services
across the country—and these amendments will ensure its continued success.”

As part of a possible second phase of amendments to take place after 30 June 2014, the consultation is also seeking views on whether
there is benefit in extending the scope of the scheme to cover similar electronic products, such as home entertainment equipment including
video cassette recorders, DVD players, set top boxes, video game consoles and stereo equipment; refining the calculation of the total
'‘waste arising' and further refining product codes and conversion factors.

The discussion paper is available at www_ environment.gov.au'ewaste. Submissions are due by 7 May and can be submitted to
ewaste@environment.gov.au. Stakeholder forums will be held during April and May 2013 to discuss the proposed amendments. Dates
and venues for the stakeholder forums will be available on the department's website at www_environment.gov.au'ewaste.

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From Strahan to Melbourne for the Union Steam Ship Co

In the winter of 1965, | was 4th Engineer of the MV Kumalla, a Union Steam Ship of Australia vessel on a regular run between Melbourne
and Strahan, west coast Tasmania. The company went by the name USS Co. We would laugh at this abbreviated version of the company
name, the joke being that what the initials really stood for was, U Shall Slave or U Shall Starve.

For all that, USS Co was a good
company with a proud tradition forged
aver many years in Australian coastal
shipping, principally on the interstate
trade across Bass Strait. Although the
fleet had once been much larger they
still had 10 or so ships when [ joined.
The ships were notable for the dark
green hull with a yellow driving band,
and a white superstructure topped by
an orange funnel with black rings and
a blacktop. Another notable feature
was the unusual top-up derricks (the
mast-like cylindrical steel structures
used to load and unload the cargo).

Bluff in the bow, with little streamlining, these freighters sat low in the water, fully loaded. They had a reputation as rather gutless in a blow
or in a heavy sea of which there was plenty in the Bass Strait and on the wintertime West coast of Tasmania, where the Roaring Forties
spend their fury at last upon the battered landform.

While on this run, Kumalla sailed every three weeks or so from our regular Melbourne berth located just under the rail viaduct near our
watering hole, the Sir Charles Hotham hotel, (now Flinders Street Railway Station), loaded with general cargo outward bound for Strahan
and Queenstown.

Having cleared the notorious Rip at the entrance to Port Phillip Bay, Kumailla would set course for the virtually uninhabited Three
Hummaocks or Governor Hunter Islands, located off the north-west tip of Tassie. In those days every ship carried a Radio Officer, universally
addressed as Sparky. These then were dedicated to their work but strangely often a bit eccentric, which was usually attributed, to the
supposed adverse effect on the brain enduring the high frequency dit dah dit of Morse Code for eight hours every day at sea.

If the weather report ahead was a bit uncertain the Old Man would usually have Sparky call up the lighthouse keeper at Maatsuyker for a
report on the sea conditions at Hell's Gate, so called because of the narrowness of the entrance to the convict-dreaded, Macquarie
Harbour through which we had to pass to armve at Strahan.

Based on this advice a decision would be made whether to carry on to Strahan or anchor in the lee of the Three Hummocks until the
weather down south improved. Although under-powered for the task the careful procedures adopted in the trade ensured that these ships
were never overcome in the often stormy seas, always carrying us safely to our destination, albeit sometimes days overdue.

VWhen the weather turned bad it was more than ordinarily important that everyone on board had done his work well and responsibly. Hatch
covers needed to be securely Carped. The cleats must not fail in the water swirling on deck and over the covers. All engine room
machinery and main engine/s had to have been well maintained and operated without error.

Mavigation in these challenging waters was so important and done back then without the benefit of satellite and other modem aids.
Kumalla did have radar at the time | was on her. However, it was located in an unusual place atop the starboard mast instead of atop the
monkey island. This was presumably to avoid clutter from the high top up derricks that were employed by most Union Co ships.

| cannot remember ever being affrighted in those stormy seas, so confident | was that every other man on board had done and would do
each allotted job just as reliably and well as | believed | was doing.

One memorable night in Bass Strait. All day we crested the very large waves. Regal wandering albatross wheeled close over head. Tiny
storm petrels (known to seafarers as Mother Carey's Chickens) wings aflutter, feet paddling, fed on plankton borne in the spindrift on the
cresting waves. Our ship had made very little forward way all through that long day under the howling onslaught, with the overspeed
governor on the British Polar main engine often cutting in, slowing the engine just when we most needed the revolutions. As the bow fell into
each trough the nearly exposed propeller raced, partly in air. Large waves struck the hull, causing timber panelling in alleyways

and cabins to creak and groan in time, as the vibration from the shuddering stem coursed the ship's length.

On closer inspection though, it proved to be a tiny storm petrel, attracted by
he light perhaps and somehow blown inside the ship out of the howling winds. | left it sheltering in my
cabin and made my way below to tend the noisily ratting main engine. When | came up after my watch |
looked for it but the bird was never seen again. How it had got inboard our storm battened ship and what
subsequently became of it was a mystery. Some sea stories have it that these tiny, black and white storm
petrels are seafarer kin supposed to bring good luck, believable perhaps due to their incredible ability to
survive and even relish the stormy seas.

By the mid 1970's Union Steam Ship Company was sadly no more.
