A simple "l do not want Barrenjoey Headland, its heritage structures and its environs to be commercialised or modified” will suffice. tis
numbers that count at this stage, awareness that residents and visitors are aware that this remaining 'as it was' heritage light-station may
not be kept by its present keepers. Submissions and the consultation period will now close on July 24th.

The Barrenjoey Rally — Submissions Time Extended

Late on Friday 19th of July the NSW Government’s Environment and Heritage National Parks and Wildlife web page regarding the
proposed amendments to Barrenjoey Headland Plan of Management and call for submissions regarding these was updated. The
submissions period has been extended to July 26th due to "some people experiencing technical difficulties in the use of the online
submission form between 25 June and 8 July.”

Those who have already submitted comments or document should note that “We encourage anyone who made an online subimission
during that period to resubrmit.”

Community groups have stated this week that what is imperative here is not that you make a high worded articulate submission but that
vou do send in something. One sentence such as | do not agree with the commercialisation of Barrenjoey Headland” will do.

VWhen speaking to Storm Jacklin on Saturday afternoon we found that well over 7000 signatures have now been collected on a petition
against any proposed changes. You can still sign this petition online here

This week’'s Pictorial shares images from the Barrenjoey Rally organised by the Palm Beach and Whale Beach Association and the
beautiful scenes around them. On this page we share some key points from those who spoke or sent statements to be read aloud in their
absence.

Storm Macklin, President Palm Beach and Whale Beach Association, organisers of the rally, was MC for this event and opened his
welcoming remarks by thanking all the community groups and individuals who have let others know what is going on. The turm outis a
good indication of how important to the community Barrenjoey Headland is.”

Mr Macklin stated "up here we have this magnificent headland which we don’t want touched. It's a National Park, a listed Heritage area,
including the buildings at the top and the buildings at the bottom. It's listed on the Pittwater Council Environment plan. It has significant
aboriginal and cultural heritage. It has significant European heritage. It si the home of two species of protected birds that nest there and is
also home to many protected animals. It has no running water, no power, no sewerage.

Of late there have been some media reports that have gone off message. We are only interested in the non-commercialisation of
Barrenjoey Headland. It is Public land and by law all public land has to have a plan of management. What National Parks NSV is seeking
to do here is to change the Plan of Management, to which we are objecting. The wording of these changes, as proposed, will make it
possible at some stage in the future for structures like those suggested to be built, even if that does not occur immediately.

Some of you may recall that during the 1970°s a Club Med wanted to build right here in Governor Philip Park. Fortunately we managed to
get that rolled. When you read what is worded in the proposed amendments it starts to sound like a hotel, an I'm sure that probably won't
happen, but the fact is the possibility will be there when you consider that the State Government, the O'Farrell government, is currently
changing the Planning Laws and what you could get here, despite all the safeguards in place because it's a Mational Park and a Heritage
area, Is a combination of all these things. What may happen is that you the community won't have a say in it at all because it will be over ten
million dollars, will be declared a state significant project, and off it will go the Regional Development three man planning panel, and you're
gone. We don’t want commercialisation of Barrenjoey Headland."

The statement from Hon. Bronwyn Bishop:

| am disappointed | am unable to attend this most important rally this morning. | wish to express my strong opposition as your Member for
Mackellar to the proposed development of Barrenjoey Headland. Our beautiful pristine coastline is second to none in terms of its
combined natural beauty and historically significant buildings, which are the works of colonial architect James Barnet and wonderful
examples of late Victorian sandstone architecture and a part of the National Parks estate.

The Barrenjoey Headland landscape of natural flora and fauna has remained intact since the lighthouses’ first period of human habitation in
1881. The sandstone cottages and lighthouse itself have remained unpainted and are in their original sandstone finish. To alter or
endeavour to capitalise on this site would be a travesty and a misrepresentation of Pittwater's past. Tourists have an overall sense of
histary, quiet simplicity and natural beauty when they reach the summit after hiking up Smuggler's walking track.

VWe must preserve at all costs its historical and environmental integrity and authenticity from commercial enterprise and tourist
accommaodation. | am committed in joining you in the fight against any proposed development so that we can maintain the very essence of
Barrenjoey Headland.

Hon. Rob Stokes NSW MP for Pittwater was unable to attend due to other duties. Storm Macklin had received a statement from him
which he précised for those aftending:

| must convey my very strong objections to the amendments on page & that state additional buildings may be constructed in the Barrenjoey
Headland precinct, especially for commercial purposes. My objections are based on the views expressed to me by members of my local
community and also on the basis of a number of legislative instruments. The heritage of Barrenjoey Headland as a light-station and
cottages that are emblematic to the local community of Pittwater. These heritage buildings are the oldest surviving structures in Pittwater
and thus carry a special significance to the local community.

secondly, | am very concerned that the Heritage values of the site which are recognised by its inclusion in the Mational Heritage List, the
State Hernitage Register and the Pittwater LEP may be adversely affected by the construction of new buildings.

Storm Macklin drew the attention of the crowd to one paragraph from the proposed amendments draft:

(From page 11)

11. Page 54 New Section 4.2 2.8 Visitor and Tourist Accommodation and Other Visitor Facilities

Add the following text:

There are several buildings at Barrenjoey Head that have the potential to be adaptively re-used for visitor and tourist facilities and
experiences such as accommodation for visitars and tourists, conferences, functions, restaurants, cafes, kiosks and other food and
beverage outlets. It is proposed to investigate such use of the buildings and the potential to lease their use for this purpose. There is
also potential for limited construction of new buildings at Barrenjoey Head, in the vicinity of the fishermens’ shacks at the base
of the headland or in other visually unobtrusive areas, for the purpose of accommodation for visitors and tourists,
conferences, functions, retail (ancillary to visitor facilities and amenities), restaurants, cafes, kiosks and other food and
beverage outlets, or other visitor and tourist purposes. Any such development would need to be in accordance with the
requiremments of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act and the Heritage Act.

There is limited electrical service to the Lighthouse precinct and no mains sewer or water services. A service cormridor drilled from the
base of the headland fo the Lighthouse precinct in 2004 has capacity for conduits for these services but there is currently no service
commidor between the base of the headland and the nearest mains connections at Governor Phillip Park. These services would need to
be installed to enable accommodation for visitors and tourists and enhance the visitor experience at Barrenjoey Head

Storm Macklin: "._just to refresh your memaory; there are two restaurants in Governor Philip Park, there are three kiosks, there are ten
other food and drink outlets within five minutes of this park, there are two public facilities in this park; why do we need any more up there?
Save Barrenjoey heritage is what | say.”

Mr Macklin then infroduced Tom Bagnet from NSW National Parks who attended the rally and quite bravely addressed the crowd:
Tom Bagnet:

First of all, it's absolutely fantastic that there’s enough community spirit to turn out and make your views known today. It's really impressive.

This is a genuine consultation process; we do not have views on any particular outcome for Barrenjoey except that we want to breathe
life into the heritage of the site and look after it. It is not our intention to change the character of Barrenjoey at all.

The parts that were read out in the amendments of the plan, all those things are activities that can happen in National Parks, that whole
suite of things. But the underlining decision will be that the character of Barrenjoey is not changed.

VWe want to hear from, by all means, what you dont want but let’'s take the opportunity for you to tell us what you would like. Put yvour
submissions in, we want to hear what you want. All we want to see out here is the heritage of the site looked after.

It has been our experience, and that it all over New South Wales, that when facilities are actually given a purpose and used, they are looked
after much much better then if they're mothballed.

| have brought along some examples of the work that we have done in these coastal heritage sites. You can go on their websites; have a
look at Byron, Cape Solitary, Montague Island which are all part of the Light Precincts. If you accept that National Parks are special places,
Barrenjoey, as a Lighthouse Precinct steeped in history, is a special place in a special place. 50 what happens here should look after that
and we will be interested to see what you have to say and we'll take that all into account when we're moving ahead.

Mr Macklin invited Cr. Jacqui Townsend, Mayor of Pittwater, to respond;
Cr.Jacqui Townsend, Mayor of Pittwater:

Hello Community and than you Tom for coming along. It's good to see you here and for you to be able to share what you would like to see
up here.

Twenty one years ago this community fought for this area, it fought to create its own Council, not to govern it but to protect this area. The
community fought to put Pittwater Council on the map to protect its natural and built environment and 21 years later here you all still are,
fighting for Pittwater.

In this 21 years people have not forgotten about our environment and today we're here to save Barrenjoey's heritage, to save it from
commercial development and commercialisation. To save it from large developers coming in and trying to build something that we do not
want. There are plenty of other places where you may construct tourist parks and large buildings suited to commercial tourism but that is
not here.

One in four people in Pittwater volunteer in some capacity. These dunes, they’re maintained by our community, they are maintained by the
residents. We do not want people coming in who are not here looking after it. We have people who have maintained this area by pulling
weeds, and created and protected and maintained it. We should not just hand it over and we are not going to hand it over willy nilly for
someone to take away and ruin what we have created.

Continue your fight Pittwater, continue to save our environment, continue to save our heritage because that is what this is; it is our social
heritage, our cultural heritage and we've fought for it for 21 years. We've stopped casinos going in, we've stopped like developments
going in, and if we do stop we will have this kind of development in our area.

S0 never stop, never give up the fight. Continue to fight for Pittwater and we will continue to have what we have this generation, what we
had for the last generation and what we want to have for the next generation. The moment we stop., it's all over. S0 continue the rallies,
continue to come out fighting strong and we will have what we want and that is a beautiful, a wonderful, social, heritage, cultural diverse
place for us and future generations to enjoy. Continue the fight Pittwater!

Cr. Bob Grace, Deputy Mayor of Pittwater:

Our Mayor Jacqueline Townsend made you aware the over 20 years ago 73 % of the people moved that we secede from Warringah.
Since then Pittwater has looked after its own, we have fought long and hard, and what do we have now?: we have an area that by and large
IS a wonderful place to live in. Not anly that, this Pittwater Council and you the residents have done much more. The residents of Pittwater
came out very strongly against the closure of Mona Vale Hospital and with the help of the Save Mona Vale Hospital Committee, our local
Members and Council, but mostly you residents, we have saved Mona Vale Hospital. Unless we had Mona Vale Hospital would be done
and dusted now, sold off for medium density housing.

The people of Pittwater have done more; we have changed Winnererremy Bay. The government of the day wanted to create medium
density housing there, the Council and the people strongly opposed it and what happened; we now have a wonderful parkland.

VWe have fought, we have succeeded. What about Currawong?: Currawong was going to be sold off for commercial enterprise; with you the
residents and our local members and Council, we have fought and saved Currawong.

MNow we have a further thing we have to do; the NSW Government, through the National Parks, has put forward amendments to the Plan of
Management for Barrenjoey which seeks to change it. In my opinion we must oppose any commercialisation of Barrenjoey Headland.
Barrenjoey headland is a local and state heritage icon. We must protect that.

One of the amendments states that the heritage listed fisherman’s shacks be demolished and in their place we could have some other
structure; a function centre, conference centre, a restaurant, kiosk or a food and beverage outlet; We don’t want any of that. We want the
fisherman’s shack to remain.

Barrenjoey Headland is part of our heritage, of Pittwater's heritage. We have a responsibility to look after this for all the people in the area
and for all the people of New South Wales now and in the future.

Storm Macklin then invited Harvey Rose to Propose a Motion, which Bryce Ross-Jones seconded while all else attending then raised their
hands as a show of being for'. There were no hands raised ‘against’.

The Motion:

Maotion (passed unanimously at the rally attended by at least 1200 people at 11am on Sunday 14th July 201.3.)
Motion moved by Harvey Rose (former mayor of Pittwater and Co-Convenor People for Pittwater Community Group). Seconded by Bryce
Ross-Jones (life member Palm Beach and Whale Beach Association).

*That this meeting of friends of Barrenjoey demands that the heritage of Barrenjoey Headland be maintained for future generations™

*That this meeting opposes any changes to the plan of management which will allow commercialisation of the headland. Development of
function facilities, cafes, restaurants, kiosks, and souvenir shops in the vicinity of the headland must not occur.

*That this meeting declares it will support a campaign for as long as it takes to ensure the heritage of Barrenjoey headland is retained.

*That this motion be communicated to the relevant Minister, Robyn Parker MP, Premier Barry O'Farrell MP and the Mational Parks and
Wildlife Service.

I've lived here all my life, I'm fourth generation Pittwater. My great-grandfather bought here in 1911, he lived in the house that Bob Ellis lives
in now. My mother grew up here. It would be a travesty of justice to let this all go without doing something about it. We've got to fight to
retain this for our children and their children. Let’'s not give up. Thank you.

Sienna Smith (7 years old):
We don't want rubbish all around the headland. We want the animals to live happily in their home. We don’t want the bushland to die.

Another lady:

We haven't really mentioned the Garigal people enough. How we feel today is how they felt when we came and so | would like us all to just
take a moment for those people who lost their land. They lost everything so I'd just like to take a moment for us all to think about that. And

ENLIVEN PITTWATER LAUNCHED

Enliven Pittwater was officially launched to local businesspeople, artists and supporters on Friday 19 July. Enliven Pittwater is a program of
economic and cultural activities designed to bring new life to local centres.

Inspired by projects such as Renew Mewcastle, Renew Australia and Lane Cove Alive, Pittwater Council has developed and is unrolling a
vision for Enlivening Pittwater. The program will be coordinated by a group of 15 local businesspeople, residents involved in the creative
arts, young people, Council staff and Councillors.

VWhile the wonderful sounds of local band Flip played guests were offered canapés prepared in the Inch Café kitchens, the venue hosting
the launch. Social, Community and Economic Coordinator at Pittwater Council, Melinda Hewitt, supported by a great team on Friday
evening, was MC for the evening and intfroduced Mayor of Pittwater, Cr. Jacqui Townsend.

Our Mayor opened her address by acknowledging the traditional custodians of Pittwater and expressing her respects to the spirits of the
Garigal people.

Mayor Townsend provided those attending with some background information regarding Enliven Pittwater, stating that during a Design
and Development conference she attended in 2012 she was infroduced to the concepts behind Lane Cove Alive. The proposed projects in
Lane Cove Alive aimed to enrich Lane Cove’s thriving Public Spaces.

A few extracts from Mayor Townsend's address;

“Pittwater Council recognises the importance of our town and village centres and recognise the role our villages play in connecting
community and driving our local economy. Enliven Pittwater aims to enhance these places as well as the experience when working,
shopping in playing in Pittwater.

We have distinct villages with a strong sense of place felt by the community ...we now need to leverage off these assets and energise our
spaces. There are many projects within Australia and abroad that have forged forward with creative innovative solufions to create spaces
and places that communities want to engage with, spend time in and be inspired by. The Enliven Pittwater project will develop a program
of social, retail and recreational activities designed to bring a buzz to our centres.

VWe want to see our town and village centres come alive through maore public art, music, night life, pop-up events, colour and imagination.
Pittwater is rich with artists, musicians, innovators and creators. In fact 1% of our local jobs are in the arts and heritage sector which
compares to 7% for the rest of Sydney.

Findings from the recently developed Arts Paper for Pittwater found that many residents supplement their arts and cultural
experiences by travelling to Sydney. We would like to grow our audiences to see Pittwater as a satellite destination for major cultural
events.

Enlivening our village centres is not something Council can do alone. It is a collaboration between Council, local businesses and the
community. We are looking forward to working with the Leadership Group and gaining feedback from our community. We hope you all
getinvolved and become part of this exciting project...”

The Enliven Pittwater launch was also an opportunity for local businesses to be included in the Enliven Pittwater mobile phone app which
will be launched later this year. There will be a capacity for all businesses in our local villages to be listed on this directory and we shall
bring you details of Punch Buggy, the developers, as Enliven Pittwater unfolds.

On Friday evening the Leadership Group members were announced by General Manager of Pittwater Council.

Mr. Ferguson stated: "The Leadership Group members are Pittwater residents and business people committed to the idea of an
‘enlivened’ Fittwater. They share a vision of a community and local economy that is progressive and dynamic. The group's main role is to
set strategic objectives, champion and lead, identify opportunities and drive local interest, participation and ownership.

This group of individuals bring to the table a wealth of knowledge and experience in

their prospective sectors from business leadership, advocacy and networks, hospitality, promotion, arts and creative place-making,
community engagement, digital platforms and entertainment. We are excited to have them on board.”

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WATER IN TIMOR LESTE

\Water is the essence of life, a resource second in importance only to oxygen.
“Water is life, sanitation is dignity” - Roberto Lenton

VWe are so very lucky here in Australia. Even though we are currently in a drought we are able to leave a tap running or have a shower
longer than we need and we don't even realise how lucky we are. We have so much more clean water than people in Timor Leste.

Timoar is anisland, surrounded by water_ It sits on a coral triangle that is home to mare species of marine life than anywhere else on earth.
The clean, warm waters that surround the world’'s newest country provide ideal conditions for a delicate coral reef ecosystem, supporting a
vast diversity of creatures, from the smallest shrimp to the massive whale shark.

Timor-Leste’s north coast sits on the edge of an underwater precipice, the Wetar Strait, a marine trench almost three kilometres deep,
which provides a corridor for sea animals: whales, dolphin, tuna and sailfish patrol offshore. The coastal coral reef is canstantly refreshed
by the deep water, which brings both predators and prey to within reach of its inhabitants. The local people catch fish for food with nets.
VWhen | was there | saw some men use explosives to shock the fish which they then scooped out of the water.

In 2010, according to Timor-Leste’s National Statistics Directorate, almost 40 percent of the country’s 1.1 million inhabitants lacked
access to an improved water source. The problem is most evident in rural areas where approximately 75 percent of the population lives -
44 4 percent do not have access against about 15 percent in urban areas. In the eastern districts of Baucau, Lautem and Vigqueque, and
Oecussi District, an enclave inside Indonesia, that figure tops mare than 50 percent.

In Soibada there are no significant dams and only two perennial rivers. The rivers are steep and none are suitable for transport.
Construction of small earth bank dams assists water storage, but for the most part people rely on underground water from wells for
drinking. Any water available for irnigating crops is reserved for rice fields. Some of the photos here show how the women at a local
orphanage wash the dishes and prepare meals. The children have to walk for around half an hour each way to fill buckets from a stream to
do the cooking and washing.
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There is high rainfall in the wet season (our summer), and abundant natural springs all over the island. Despite all this rain and the springs
the people there have only a fraction of the water that we have to use each day.

East Timor is the poorest nation in Asia, and one of the poorest in the world. Access to safe water and hygienic sanitation is a significant
problem. Nearly two thirds of the population live in rural areas where there is either no or very limited access to safe drinking water.

Before 1999, less than half of the population of East Timor had access to safe water, and according to the UN, most of the water systems
were focused an urban areas.

- Water-born diseases are rife. Children are often sick. Water related diseases, such as diarrhoea, malaria, and dengue fever represent
some of the most common childhood illnesses in East Timor and are significant contributing factors towards the high infant mortality rate of
126 per 1000 live births. Access to safe water and proper sanitation will help prevent these water-born diseases. The people of Timaor
need a water and waste system that works throughout the country.

In addition, there is limited access to education which means there is little hygiene knowledge within the community. Many people don't
understand about germs, or the benefits of washing hands and other basic hygiene practices. For example; a person further up a stream
may use it for washing himself or his clothes then it flows downstream and someone else drinks it or cooks with it

This subsequently has a large impact on the lives of people, particularly children.

Independence and the contamination of water supplies

When an overwhelming majority of East Timorese voted for independence from Indonesia in 1999, it led to violent opposition. Militia
opposing East Timor independence killed pro-independence supporters and threw bodies in the water wells. Thus, they contaminated the
country’s supply of clean drinking water.

Much of East Timor’s infrastructure was destroyed following the independence ballot of 1999 This included water supply infrastructure.
Exacerbating this situation was the already degraded state of rural water supply systems due to inadequate design, poor construction and
low quality materials.

In September 1999 | was part of the Australian-led peacekeeping troops | ‘i '
that were deployed to Timor Leste. The lack of clean water was a =
problem for the Australian troops too. We bought in bottled water from
Australia and made fresh water from sea water in the Australian ships .
that were at anchor in Dili (the capital of Timor) harbour. It was stored in
huge rubber bladders and we would fill up gerry cans each day so that we
could wash ourselves and our clothes. The only time there was enough
water to wash our hair was when it rained. It was so wet during the rainy
season that our clothes and hair never really dried. This had health
consequences in itself (My hair went mouldy and rotted and fell off).
People used bottles of water to trade with. It was a very precious
commaodity. Local Timorese would chase our vehicles asking for water
and food.

International aid agencies are assisting the Timorese by building

systems to bring the water to the people. The water sources are natural |
mountain springs and water is piped down the mountains and through the|
valleys to taps which are close to the villagers homes. This means that Y
people will have year round access to clean water close at hand for their m !
daily needs. For the poor, the public taps are usually the only source of

clean water, fulfilling a basic need.

One of the first tasks to build the system is the cleaning of the source. The springs are often filled with mud and rocks which reduces the
quantity of water produced and also affects the quality. An open water source also means that it can be easily contaminated. The first task
of the volunteers is to clean and build a cover for the water source.

VWater is piped up to 10 km from the source, passing through gullies and along valleys. The pipes are anchored into the ground with a small
concrete pillar every 30 metres or so.

Clean water supply has also helped people resume gainful employment. Water is critical for small business. Aid groups are restoring the
water supply to schools, hospitals, and business ventures, as well as to homes and poor communities. One lady | know has opened a
restaurant. It is a simple place with long wooden tables and benches, but the food is tasty and clean. Running water helps her maintain a
good standard of hygiene.

The Australian Government through its proposed new phase of the rural water, sanitation and hygiene sector (RWASH) in Timor-Leste for
2012-2017 has stated the approximate budget allocation to this program of work is $60 million over five years. This new phase will build
on Australia’s existing program, Be Saneamentu no ljene Komunidade (BESIK). BESIK is a five-year, $41 million project implemented by
a managing contractor which provides technical assistance to the Government of Timor-Leste (GoTL) and subcontracts NGOs to deliver
water and sanitation services to communities.

il

In 2012 Pittwater Friends of Soibada was approached by Rob Romer of TankPro. He will be part of the team of Volunteers that will visit
Soibada in July 2013, What Rob hopes to achieve whilst in Soibada is to give the community access to clean, safe, sterile water. At
present there is no clean, running or stored water and any water that is collected is diseased. The setting up a Rainwater / Water Collection
Tank, at the school and installing TankPro to sterilise this water is also on Rob’s to do’ list. The water will be used for Drinking, Washing
Food and Vegetables, Cooking, washing hands (after toilet use).

Clean, sterile water will help eliminate waterborne diseases, bacteria and viruses and help to improve the health of the people, which suffer
from vomiting and diarrhoea and sometimes death from drinking contaminated water.

Anather project whilst there will be at a Medical Centre where there s already a water tank installed. At present, the water is in very poor
condition, containing waterborne diseases and laden with mosquito larvae. This will not only sterilise the water but also eliminate the
maosquito larvae (which are Malaria Hazard).

TankPro is committed to manufacturing, designing and developing high quality water sterilization units producing an optimal result in
recycling, treating and sterilising collected and stored water in portable water containers, rainwater tanks, grey water storage tanks, and
waste water treatment systems. TankPFro is also committed to community aid based activities, for the treatment of recycled drinking water
in developing countries and making provisions for clean, safe, sterile water available to communities that are most effected by water borne
disease.

Keepers ‘Keep’ —that is their meaning, their purpose, their thought,

reflect the dream. It's a good thing that human animals come along,
to dwell awhile in our constant land and lend a self-healing hand,
but we needed to fathom a solution in which the animals could run
the shelter themselves, a sort of returning, or re-attuning, to the
ariginal grand plan... without the prey and preying. We do this
because the shelter element should be the world after a while, as
in, the world then becomes the shelter, not just the place around the
shelter; "shelter’ becomes the beams and rafters in the world.

Love, as much
as truth, is what we have decreed will be kept. This shelter, alike
most places we dwell in for a while, has become our Keep.

VWe are drawn to animals because of the purity in them, the childlike
sense they bring to everything. An animal knows when it is being maltreated and runs away or ignores you pointedly, shifting a burly furred
shoulder just s0, 50 you know you have been snubbed and that this snubbing is what was due. They don't need to speak your language.
They know they're getting through to you.

All animals are telepathic, feathered, furred, finned with scales. Envision to them and they will envision to you. You can speak with each
other without words. Cats wrinkle their noses in distaste. Dogs fix you with pleading eyes that go straight to your heart. Both are simply
challenging you to rise, to become all you really are. They know you know. They know you understand. All our nature reflects the unsullied
animals, even if we have diminished it slightly, lost the ability to Know as animals know, and know more then the fact that an earthquake or
bushfire is coming. They see what we can't see, despite us calling them colour-blind. They hear what we can’t hear, they smell, they taste,
they think, they feel. The way they speak without uttering a word leaves even eloquent poets stunned. Their dignified silence tells in volumes
what we all should have done and makes some of us wonder where and why we forfeited all these high and slightly spiritual faculties.

"Poor dumb animals.” mealy mouthed wonders mutter, forgetting who the dumbest animal is, despite all the versions of its language and
the many ‘words’ it speaks.

VWhile growing the world of people was some loud clash of cymbals shouting over each other that rearranged may produce a wonderful
music, the natural world already singing this song around me. | knew, when four, not to sing up golden days out in the open, under your very
eyes. Some presence threatening violence oppressed being openly divine. My mother eyed me suspiciously when starlight burst from me
under sunlight. She caught my eyes with repraving admaonishment, as though | should know humans had decided to put on a skin where we
didn’t look at fairies anymore, or see them, and didn’t speak the numinous lingo, as though we'd moved “past that” as a species, only
practising at going to church, at speaking to god, reproved again if we spoke to "God!” out loud, or worse, heard God answer. Some
pretend world had been built in the world, just to house some other invisible pretence warld in it. A pretence you don't know about until you
- get here.

Pretending to be detached from all our creation, all clicking over in some invisible metallic pretend nature, now ‘too smart’ to speak the
language of animus animals always going on beneath the skin lest we begin speaking this out loud and are made mute by all then soaring,
without being spoken, fromus. ..

Duffers. ..

Where all the animals go to when they leave the animal shelter is up to them. We don’t have a constant que of applicants to adopt them as
none of these animals are to be of ‘'use’ to any person. We attempt this, despite recurring feelings of ineptitude that help us to tread softly,
with small step, because it behoves you, even if you weren't paying attention during the First Aid class, to do something. If this is standing
there gaping and mumbling, "What do | do, what do | do, what do | do?!1l” or even the old "What can | do”’ to begin with, don’t panic. Even
when you're sure ‘nothing can be done’ there’s always your jacket to offer to the one cowering there shivering, or your warm breath can
form soothing words which may or may not be heard but could change the very air around the distressed just by breathing them out. Your
will, perhaps “unseen’ by you, will still flow out towards the distressed one in the form of light and this aids them. Prayer, chanting, my fellow
animals, while revealing what is in many hearts, also reveals heart itself.

- Your hands get calloused and itchy, your back aches, your mouth, eyes and ears get tired. Your pockets get emptied just as soon as

i there’s something in them. If's easy to be generous with someone else’s money, time and energy and harder to be so with your own for
some. Meanness of person can result in meanness of soul though, when all could brim with love, become more then the person they were
before they gave a small or large something to another. May |, June | and April too, suggest you all do do for others, smile kindly instead of
smirking at those in pain. You will become more then you were even If it Is incongruous to become so through giving some of yourself
away.

- We've completed almost thirty-five years of this kind of succouring now, even when some of the people animals among you thought they
were making a ‘sucker’ of me. Our trying to dig up or plant out a return to the radiant garden has placed a little thread of that particular
garden we aim for by achieving this ‘presence’ of sanctuary. Or so the purer animals who come tell us. The return of green to dried up
lands, the quality of the fruit now in the orchard sang this.

VWe want the natives, the natural, the balance back. Put it back. Only those who are Keepers should touch, harvest, sing true, to ensure the
profuse blooming of the Garden. Keepers Keep.

Keepers are alike the Angels of each Place; there is a Keeper for each place. There is a genius™ |, spirit or guiding essence within each
place, an Angel of each place, and there is a Keeper of each place. Sometimes you see these immediately, sometimes you must visit the
sacred glen or sacred hill for three or even seven consecutive days before you see, are greeted by, those who hand you the message-
stick. Bear in mind you sensed them before you saw them and so it was you who had to rise your shining, to shake off a few layers of muck
or shock before they could appear to be seen by you, by your eyes. And for you to see that you are a conduit from earth up into the blazing
blue sky of heaven too, a "‘galun’ (blackboy) in original flowering plant Name. A beaming Watchtower.

Spintual Keepers are part of the Creation, and began from practicing Keeping while in physical forms. They frained to have frog hands,
and maintain uprightness and humble sure step. They revere and heed the teachings of their elders, those who have walked the way before |
them, those who knew how to sing the songs in the tones that transfer purer hearing and thus all in their songs.

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Jackson Davies

In December 2012 a group of Pittwater artists organised and ran ArtSpot, a Summer 2012/13 Exhibition that brought together a wealth of
talent. Although this was not our first encounter with the works of Jackson Davies it was the first time we met this dynamic emerging arist.
Jackson has kindly consented to being our August 2013 Artist of the Month. To prelude seeing some of his current works in next week's
Issue we recently spoke with him to get an insight on his self and his art.

Jackson Davies is an emerging arist based in Sydney who is currently
completing his final year of the bachelor of fine arts degree at COFA. From
an early age Jackson has always found enjoyment and purpose in painting,  »
it is the instinctive process of creativity which informs his art making
practice.

Jackson's heritage stems from a long line of British portrait arists,
ultimately like his ancestors, Jackson is particularly inspired by the face
and the figure. He seeks to portray his characters as contemplative and
emotive, in an attempt to capture the inner characteristics of the individual.
Whilst working representationally, Jackson also enjoys painting in
abstraction to travel further inward to the human psyche. Not adhering to
one style, Jackson prefers to open a dialogue between abstraction and
representation in order to complement portraiture with the sublime and
spontaneous, untamed emotions.

Working predominately in oils, Jackson enjoys painting directly on the
canvas without preparatory sketching, allowing room for Instinct and
randomness to occur. From an aesthetic point of view the works of
Caravaggio and Rubens whose figures spiral and twist in dramatic poses
influence Jackson's painting technique. Furthermore the working process
of the abstract expressionists, notably, their intuitive and emotive
relationship with the act of painting transformed art into a deep and
passionate experience- elements which have greatly influenced Jackson.

Jackson has exhibited at numerous art exhibitions in Sydney, including
being a finalist for the 2012 Clifton's art prize. Enjoying commercial
success from his work and taking portrait commissions, Jackson wishes fo 8
continue creating art, hopefully to become a full time artist in the near future.
After his studies this year, Jackson plans to travel around Europe to see
artistic masterpieces in the flesh before undertaking study in the
Metherlands.

Dad is a Landscape
Designer and he likes to draw, he always drew when he was voung as well so he encouraged me to keep going.

Do you find that you go into a certain energy or ‘space’ when you're creating?

VWhat did you do when you left High School?

| went to Europe. My family and | were going to England because my mum is English, from Bedfordshire, and we were going to see the
family there. Because it was the end of High School | wanted to go and travel around a bit and asked two of friends from primary school to
come along with me. We went around Europe to see all the art and architecture. We spent a lot of time in England, the Netherlands, France
and Italy.

Please share three paintings or architectural works that stand out most for you from that trip.

One painting | really like was at the Louvre. It's called "Liberty Leading the People’ by Eugéne Delacroix . It's this massive big painting from
the 19th century about the French Revolution. It's just so big, so impressive. | spent about half an hour trying to find it in the Louvre, which is
50 big itself and finally found it.

Why do vou like that one?

| think because it's so dramatic and there’s a great sense of history to it. When you talk about the French Revolution you get a great sense
of the human spint.. and hope... and change.

Does that correspond with your own spint?
| think so. | like when art has the power to change things. It's also the way it's painted too, the technique.
Another?

VWe went to Rome and there went to the Gallery of Barghese, which is on one of the hills in Rome. There are a lot of Bernini sculptures
there. Just seeing them in the flesh was so good, it was brilliant. They are just incredible, it's amazing how old they are.

Probably in Rome again, walking around the ruins; the Forum and the Coliseum, and then seeing all the other styles of architecture in
Rome on site and in the distance. | got a sense of how incredibly old it is, you really can feel the history.

It would be good to just stay in one spot and be able to access all
that history slowly.

Have you seen yourself develop as a person as well as seeing your art develop while at COFA?

Definitely. | think | have become more confident in general and more confident in my art; | have a better feeling of what | want to do and why
| like doing it. Also, with all our history and theory, it's good to get the depth of where all art comes from.

How would you describe your art now, what genre is it?

I'm not too sure as it always changes so much but currently 've been
doing a lot of portraits. | like to just jump right into it and I've mainly been
working from photos because it's hard to get someone to sit there and
stop moving and stay there for a while.

t's been really good to not do any kind of preparation, no sketches ar
anything, so you have your source, the face that you want to paint, and
just go right into it. I'm not trying to focus too much on getting a likeness: |
mean it's important to | think but I'm more trying to play with the face and
make it expressive so it [ooks like they're thinking, contemplating.

Representational art is: Representational art simply means that we viewers are able to recognize an object (or objects) within the piece
of art. Representation is the use of signs that stand in for and take the place of something else. It is through representation that people
organize the world and reality through the act of naming its elements. Signs are arranged in order to form semantic constructions and
express relations.

By the time Delacroix painted Libenty Leading the People, he was already the acknowledged leader of the Romantic schoal in French
painting. Delacroix, who was born as the Age of Enlightenment was giving way to the ideas and style of romanticism, rejected the
emphasis on precise drawing that characterised the academic art of his time, and instead gave a new prominence to freely brushed
colour.

Delacroix painted his work in the autumn of 1830. In a letter to his brother dated 21 October, he wrote: "My bad mood is vanishing thanks
to hard work. I've embarked on a modern subject—a barricade. And if | haven't fought for my country at least I'll paint for her.”" The painting
was first exhibited at the official Salon of May 1831.
