Objective Australia Youth America’s Cup Campaign Launch at the Royal Prince Alfred Yacht Club - Saturday
23 March

Commaodore of the Royal Prince Alfred Yacht Club at Newport, Rob Curtis, took great pleasure in introducing the launch of the Objective
Australia Youth America’s Cup campaign on Saturday afternoon. Surrounded by children participating in the 2013 NSW International
Optimist State Championships, which the club is hosting this weekend, and hundreds of adults members and guests Mr Curtis welcomed
all and provided a few insights into some aspects of the teams and campaign;

Cmdr. R Curtis; We're here today to launch the Objective Australia Youth America’s Cup campaign and their aspirations of taking out the
Youth America’s Cup in September this year. If you have been watching, this really is becoming quite an amazing event in San Francisco.
The Woarld Cup event for the America’s Cup at the moment is moving to Naples for the next round and that is very well attended. It is
actually a who's who of sailing. What's interesting is if you look at the teams representing the countries in the America’s Cup in many
Instances there’s not a close representation of the countries that they are participating for.

The Youth America’s Cup, the process that these guys have been through is quite outstanding. They are representing their country. They
started off with over 12 teams. I'm sure they'll touch on this but | cannot help saying this, James and his team have left behind Great Britain,
Argentina, ltaly, New Zealand ll, Austria, Denmark, and Russia.

The teams that are going at the moment, there’s five crews that do go because of their link to the America’s Cup, so there’s two Oracle
teams, one Swedish team, one New Zealand and one from France. Australia is in there with Germany, New Zealand, Portugal and
Switzerland. These are manned by people who are under 25 years of age representing their country. Some of these guys have done iton a
shoestring budget.

| was talking with Tony Walls, Team Principal, and he stated that some of these guys are living hand to mouth to represent their countries.
We're hoping that when this event comes in September there will be a real focus of this America’s Cup on the Youth America’s Cup event

The Franklin returns to Pittwater

The Franklin returns to Pittwater

A two year around Australia adventure comes to an end on Easter Sunday 31 March
when the 1927 Franklin vintage car returns to Pittwater. Rat Park is the final destination
for owners David Rundle and Geoff Morris and their 86 year old air-cooled vehicle. The
arrival is attended by CareFlight Australia which has been the beneficiary of ongoing
fundraising during the journey around Australia. So far twenty five thousand dollars has
been raised to support CareFlight by numerous and sometimes extraordinary events
along the way. People in the country areas have been remarkably generous explains
David Rundle in their support for our CareFlight fundraising.

The Franklin series 11B left Mona Vale Beach in early August 2011 travelling north to
(lueensland. Leaving the tropical coast ‘Franki’ as the vehicle became known travelled
west through the Gulf Country savannah plains before arriving in Darwin on the Sth
September. This stage of the journey was not without many adventures including several
incidents of serious mechanical issues as David will recall. After a rest period in Darwin,
Franki was on the road again going west to the Kimberley and Broome. Then on to
Perth, the Eyre Highway and South Australia, Melbourne and Tasmania. Unexpected
mechanical problems are requiring some serious repairs but Franki will be travelling up
the South Coast to arrive at Rat Park on time. The entire journey is some 27 thousand
kilometers, think UK to India for a similar distance.

David Rundle is hoping for a big turnout of motoring enthusiasts to welcome them home
to Pittwater and support CareFlight. During meetings with CareFlight staff on the
journey, David is keen to contribute to the program of increasing early trauma care, a
role which often falls on local community services who are first on the scene. Personal
contact with mates injured in car crashes has given him the inspiration to support the CareFlight's doctors and their tfreatment of trauma
patients.

On Easter Sunday 31st March, the Franklin and its tireless owners will return to a reception at Pittwater Rugby Park at 10 am. Gates
open at 8§ am with a display of vintage and veteran cars from the Pittwater Motor Enthusiasts Association and other enthusiast’s vehicles
from all parts of Sydney are expected to attend as well as a CareFlight helicopter. Entrance is with a gold coin donation from 8:30 am.
Rotary will be providing breakfast food All are welcome, particularly motor car enthusiasts and supporters of CareFlight.

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VWhen we heard that Tony, Traks and Jason and his team had been given the nod | said the Royal Prince Alfred Yacht Club would support
them in their endeavours. We're very proud of our involvement in sailing around the world. We've had Olympics representatives in every
Olympic Games since 1956. | saw my daughter Mina, she’s here tonight, a silver medal in the maost recent Olympics.

It's our Youth Development program that brings these people through. This weekend there’s 159 Optimist Dinghies out there on Pittwater,
25% of them are representing the Royal Prince Alfred Yacht Club. That's outstanding. Our Youth Development team goes from strength to
strength. My son Dean is over there working with Oracle as a rigger, and Andrew Coates, another Youth Development team member, is
there as a sail maker. They all come from playing on boats on Pittwater.

Commodore Curtis then introduced Tony Walls, RPAYC member, Team Principal, Founder and CEOQ of Objective Carparation, an ASX-
listed company that consults to the government sector in Australia and internationally and also a successful Sydney 38 sailor, winning the
2009 Nationals with Acuity. Mr Walls also sponsored Katie Spithill when she sailed on the international Match Racing circuit.

Tony Walls; I'd like to welcome the Honourable Bronwyn Bishop, fantastic to have you
hear, thank you for coming. I'd also like to welcome Phil Jones, the CEO of Yachting
Australia. We've also got some America’s Cup Legends in Rob Brown, Hugh Treharne
and Phil Smidmore here as well, so welcome guys and thank you for coming, and
hopefully some future legends that are being formed here this weekend with the State
fitles.

For those of you who don't know me | ran a 38 campaign here back in 2009 and met
some fantastic people in the sailing world. We were successful and | think that the
mastermind behind that campaign was Traks Gordon so Traks and | have had an
affiliation that has gone back for quite a long time.

At the end of that campaign we said "what can we do to help youth sailing in this
country?’. We have Pittwater and as so many of you know who travel around the world,
Pittwater is a magical place, the Northern Beaches of Sydney are such a magical place.
We wanted to do something not only for the local community but work out how could we
bring youth sailing up a notch and contribute, not necessarily at an elite level but to drive
participation in sailing. 5o very very quietly and anonymously we've been doing our
Future Champions Program here for the past few years. Then something really big
happened which was the announcement of the Youth America’s Cup. It's fair to say that
our ability to be anonymous and do what we like at that end of the carpark has changed
a little bit and a few more people kind of know what we're doing.

In terms of the Future Champions Program we launched; the great thing about this so far
is that we've had around 120 kids through that program which | think is just a tremendous
effort from Traks in particular in the contribution he has made over the last u:t:luple of years. 37 of the kids who have been through that
program or had some coaching from Traks through that program are competing in 2013 in 12 countries around the world. Australia, New
Zealand, the USA, England, France, Germany, Japan, Singapore is a few of these countries. So it has been a fantastic effort and a
fantastic journey, albeit a nice quiet ane up until now.

Moving onto the AC, it was really quite unusual when this was announced in May of last year and like all overnight successes they start very
early. At the point the Youth America’s Cup was announced | think it took us about three days and a few discussions before we said ‘we're
in, let’'s go and have a go at doing this for Australia’. So we got involved very early and | must acknowledge the help of a whole bunch of
people who are members here at the club. First of lan Murray who gave an enormous amount of his time and advice as to how we should
approach the situation from very early on in the piece. James Spithill who you've seen contribute to our video and who has helped us along
the journey. Darren Bundock who has helped us here at the club. Mal Page, so many people from our sailing community and a whole bunch
of people in San Francisco. When we're in San Francisco the amount of Australians who want to see Australia back in the Cup blew us
away. Bringing all that together is best seen by a video put together by our media team on where we're up to; HERE.

Traks Gordon, Sailing Director and Coach for the Objective Australia Youth America’s Cup Campaign infroduced those team members
who could attend the launch. Three members, Tom Burton, Oliver Tweddell and Luke Parkinson are at present competing on the Olympic
Tour. Many other members of this team will join them soon. Some extracts from Mr Gordon’s address;

Traks Gordon; The team; James Wierzbowski, whao is a very good Hobie Cat Sailar, third in the woarld at present; Jordan Reece, who up
until a couple of months ago was the highest ranked Match Racer under 21 in the world and the only reason he’s not anymore is because
he turned 21, Keiran Searle who is a very diverse keel boat sailor, has spent fime with the Lansing Volvo team and is a veteran of the
Sydney to Hobart, a very capable keel boat person. Ted Hackney just seems to be a person that everytime you see the results from around
the world you see his name on the crew list. He's on the crew list and | think he’s the lucky charm in Farr 40°s and RC44's and Melges 32's.
Josh McKnight is the World Champion currently in the Moth's class. As we know Moths are boats that fly above the water, notin it, and
these have become a bit of an asset when it comes to doing things that happen very very quickly. Last but not least, Jason Waterhouse.
Jason is four time World Champion and skipper of this team and someone I've worked with for many years.

You realise how old you are when you coach a bunch of guys who weren't alive when Australia won the America’s Cup. A lot of the kids
here today in the Opti's are probably in Year 5 and | was in Year 5 when Australia won. It's pretty interesting to think that a lot of these guys
in this team weren't alive then but are now chasing the same dream.

| found coaching when | was about 20. | realised it's way more rewarding to be able to motivate somebody else other then yourself. If's
easy to get out of bed and practice if you want to practice; you don’t want to make someone practice, you want to make them want to
practice; that to me is the hard part sometimes.

It also meant | could compete in more events every year. As a sailor perhaps five or six events is all you can do but last year we prepared
sailors for over 60 individual class events and that's the ultimate way as a competitor to maximise your time. I'm in love with competing and
this allows me to compete all the time.

If | was a builder I'd be the guy who laid the foundations and be proud of it. I'd like to drive past my house a hundred years later and se it's
still standing. So when | work with the young guys | see the foundations and it's cool to see people this age; James Spithill, all these guys,
Nina (Curtis), go do amazing things. It's cool to think that back, way back, you had something to play in that picture.

The Future Champions Program Tony touched on was an evolution of 20 years in the coaching game. Basically, what it is helping people
with dreams realise them. One of the big things is it's an expensive sport if you try and break it down into little chunks. Nowadays the game
IS5 competitive, nowadays you do have to qualify and the opportunities; everyone is trying to get the same ones. | realise there are people
who are prepared to work super-hard but they can’t resource the equipment or the training they need. 5o the Future Champions Program
IS the purest form of coaching we give; the highest quality and highest quantity training to those who are most deserving. The people you
see within our program, that's what they are, really deserving young sailors.

VWhen I'm talking about the foundations, and coming up to the Youth AC now, | want the kids to look at this and not see this as the end but
as the foundation of their professional training in going from being a good sailor to, hopefully, a superstar.

Traks then handed over to Nicki Ainley from Sailing Chix which airs on Radio Northern Beaches who interviewed the boys for the Sailing
Chix Program. Nicki’s interview will be aired; details below.

The last words from the team came from skipper Jason Waterhouse.

Jason Waterhouse; I'm just going to talk a little bit about the Future Champions Program and where | come from. | live about a stone’s
throw up the road, on the hill here at Newport. | joined this club when | was about 4 years old as a sailor; mum and dad got me into that
when | was quite young. Long story short | was soon sailing every afternoon; a lot of you may have seen me out there on cold Winter
afternoons training and probably saw this little coach behind me screaming at me; that was Traks Gordon.

| was very lucky to become part of the Objective Future Champions program when | was about 14. We worked hard for the first year and |
qualified for the Youth Worlds in Weymouth, England where they just held the Olympic Games. We finished 4th, losing the silver medal on
the last day. | remember thinking to myself then that | never wanted to feel like that again, it was almost the waorst day of my life, I'll never
forget it. Every time since then it inspires me and reminds me | don't ever want to feel like that again, | don't want Traks to feel like that
again watching the results from a thousand miles away. From there | went to Canada, Denmark the year after that and then Brazil and that
was a pretty amazing life. That's when | realised Professional sailing was for me.

The Program here, it was a very tough four years balancing going to school and a social life with everyone staying out with their friends. |
remember speaking to Traks one day and saying | don't really want to go sailing that much, | just want to go for a surf and him saying ‘Do
you want to be extraordinary?’ and answering "Well yes’, and ‘well you're ordinary, you've got to put the extra bit in” and | decided to push
through.

Eventually | came out of the youth’s over 18 years old and we didn’t know much of the pathway then because unfortunately the multi-hull got
dropped out of the Olympic Games and it was a crushing moment. Traks and Tony and | sat down and had a chat about it, about what other
pathways there were for me and we decide to stick with the multi-hull and it was amazing as the next day the multi-hull was back in the
Olympic Games in Rio in three years, which I'll be trying to go to, and also the multi-hulls in the America’s Cup.

For me to go through the training here, starting about ten years ago, and seeing about 160 Optimists out on Pittwater today is just the most
incredible thing. It's a big testament to the Youth Development and the Future Champions Programs here. It's great seeing these young
sailors here as part of this same process. We're now flying over to San Francisco to continue to grow and we'll try our best to win it and
come back and maybe win the America’s Cup in the future.

Thanks for all your support, for coming tonight and it's great to see all the kids here as well; thanks very much.

The Objective Australia Youth America’s Cup Team will be racing on an AC45, one of the fastest boats in the world. The other fastest
being the ACT2 which will also be raced in September's America's Cup events. These are catamarans which in recent training sessions
have reached speeds of over 25 knots and over 45 knots respectively. The America’s Cup and Youth America’s Cup is sure to be a very
exciting campaign in which these vessels will, literally, fly over the water. Just proves, as already stated, there is NOTHING-absolute
nothing-half so much worth doing as simply messing about in boats.”

The race
officials set a standard Hobie course with top mark placed off the jetty at Palm Beach with a 200m offset mark and the starts was laid off
Currawong Beach. The conditions allowed for four races to be conducted for both divisions. Division 1 was the Hobie 16 class and
division 2 was the mixed class of F18's, Hobie 18's and an A Class.

We were privileged to have in our midst Jason Waterhouse who has just returned from the US where he and his team mates with TEAM
OBJECTIVE had just been selected to compete in the Americas Youth Cup on the AC45 series catamarans in September this year. Jason
teamed up with Lisa Darmanin to show that he still hasn't lost his touch with the Hobie 16 class to win all 4 races and show why he is the
current National Hobie 16 Champion.

The decent breeze made for some close racing and the top mark was always a spectacle for those fortunate enough to have a close view.
Fortunately there were no incidents and all racing was concluded with all craft and crew in tact.

Saturday was wrapped up with a Regatta Dinner held at Club Palm Beach where Jason Waterhouse spoke to the competitors about his
experiences with Team Objective and sailing on the AC45's.

Sunday was always forecast to blow and from the moment we arrived at Sand Foint at 9am it was apparent that the Southerly would rule
the day. Thank goodness for the sun which at least made the conditions bearable and for those that braved the winds made for some
spectacular sailing. The Southerly was hitting 20knts at the start of racing at approx 10am with the officials keen to kick of racing before it
built to speeds that would be unsafe to go on.

Some chose not to sail due to other commitments and there were some crew changes allowed for the heavier conditions for some of the
less experienced sailors, however despite the conditions 2 races were held before gusts in excess of 30knts called a halt to racing only
moments into the start sequence for race 3.

Pity this was taken
before racing started and despite a couple of capsizes they still managed a solid mid field place at the end of the regatta.

Pittwater Council - Saving Power in the Home

One of several events staged for Seniors Week by Pittwater Council was a workshop on saving power in the home. With power bills
increasing by 50% or more in many cases there is an obvious case for reducing power consumption. Expert presenter Olivia Cavanagh
from the NSW Government’s Home Power Savings Program explained how the program will save households up to 20% per year on their
power use. Every participating household will receive a home power assessment by an energy expert. A free power savings kit includes a
. stand-by power board, low flow shower and tap aerators, draft strips and door snakes. These items are installed by a visiting expert. You
then receive a personalised action plan to save energy in your home. The Home Power Savings Program is free to pensioners, low
income and Veterans’ Affairs card holders. Other inifiatives such as the fridge buy-back program are available.

A key feature of the Council’'s Power Saving Workshaop is the availability of power save Kits run by
the Council libraries. Jo Tulau from the Council's Sustainable Environment demonstrated the kit
which can be loaned by any library card holder. The kit enables the user to evaluate the home
using thermometers including a fancy infra red unit which enables you to detect draft spots in the
home or places where heat is a problem. The key device is a meter which is plugged in between
the power source and the appliance. The meter then gives a number of readings including the
energy cost of the appliance.

Jo Tulau is an experienced presenter of Council workshops that promote sustainability. Jo
explains that the level of governance closest to the people has the responsibility in trying to
encourage sustainable development through engaging the local community and leading the way.
Fittwater Council is installing solar panels for two reasons to contain the rapidly rising costs of
electricity and at the same fime to encourage the community to reduce emissions. One of the
Council’s key areas is valuing and caring for the natural environment. This can be achieved in
different ways such as compliance, regulation and enforcement. There is also positive
encouragement to help people to understand how to care for the environment. Sustainability is
Piye one of the underpinning principles that is embedded in the way Pittwater Council wants to

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Australia’s Wooden Boat Festival 2013

Every two years in February Hobart's waterfront is a boat lover's dream. From Tall Ships to sailing dinghies, the gleam of glossy wood
grain is ever present. Over 600 vessels are moored around Sullivans Cove this year for the tenth Australian Wooden Boat Festival.

Limited to a few hours on the Sunday | experience a mere taste of this free event, the largest of its kind in the Southern Hemisphere.
Inspired by a visit in 1994 to the Maritime Festival in Brest, France, local yachtsman Andy Gamlin with sailors lan Johnston and Cathy
Hawkins planned a similar event for Hobart, Tasmania. Attracting 160,000 visitors in 2011, this amazing festival continues to celebrate our
maritime heritage and culture and the enduring beauty of timber boats.

Fishing boats fill Victoria Dock. These vessels bring in much of the state’s famous seafood served at the various eateries in the area.
Rows of glistening lights designate the squid boats.

Sailing dinghies, varnished to perfection, show the craftsmanship of building in timber continues. Old salts share their tales with admirers.
On the water a shrill whistle announces a steamboat puttering past.

Beyond is the James Craig, one of the Tall Ships attending the festival. You can purchase a ticket to cruise along the Derwent River, see a
sguare sail set and experience the thrill of these historic vessels.

Sculptures of seals and birds adorn the rocks below the walkway. Kayakers and dinghy sailors battle the breezy conditions in the cove.
There’'s even a cruise liner berthed in the distance.

He rescued all the
men on this island until the woman alone remained. Every time he made a journey she would ask him to take her with the men, but he would
reply: "There are many in the canoe. | will carry you next time."

He did this several times, and at last the woman guessed that he was going to take her to his camp. She then determined to escape from
the pelican. While he was away, she wrapped a log in her possum rug, and placed it near the gunyah; then, as the flood was subsiding, she
escaped to the bush. When he returned, he called to her, but, receiving no answer, he walked over to the possum rug and touched it with
his foot. It, however, did not move. He then tore the rug away from what he supposed was a woman, but, when he found a log, he was very
angry, and resolved to be revenged. He painted himself with white clay, and set out to look for the other blackfellows, with the intention of
killing them. But the first pelican he met was so frightened by his strange appearance, that it struck him with a club and killed him. Since
that time pelicans have been black and white in remembrance of the Great Flood.

The flood gradually subsided, and the land was again clothed in the green garments of Spring. Through the tall green reeds the voice of the
night wind whispered soft music to the river. And, when the dawn came from the eastern sky, the birds sang a song of welcome to the new
flood-a flood of golden sunlight.

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Australian Grey Butcher Bird

A pair of Grey Butcher Birds were harassing a small young possum in our backyard on
Thursday afternoon. Their songs of alarm, and perching in two trees around the possum,
indicates the tree climbing egg eating possum was considered a threat to their nearby nest
and any eggs it may contain. A Pied Currawong, called in by the noise, perched in a faller
free beside them, watching the show. The breeding season of Grey Butcher birds in
commences in July and continues through to January so these may have simply been
warning the possum from going near new young. Nests are built in forks of trees, usually at
least 5 metres above the ground and is a bowl shaped construction made from twigs.

VWhen not warning off potential predators these birds are renowned for their beautiful
warbling song. Some people have even captured them imitating other bird’s song of their
habitats. Sociable, unafraid of humans, or at least accustomed to us smiling at them, this pair
frequent our trees on a daily basis and have for years now.

The Grey Butcherbird (Cracticus torquatus) 1s a widely distributed species endemic to
Australia and occurs in every state. It has a characteristic ‘rollicking” birdsong. It appears to
be adapting well to city living, and can be encountered in the suburbs of many Australian
cities including Sydney. The Grey Butcherbird preys on small vertebrates including other
birds and their name stems from a habit of spiking their food onto small twigs from which to
eat it; kind of like a larder for birds [ikened to traditional butcher's shops. Other birds in the
same family include the Australian Magpie, the Currawongs, Woodswallows and other
members of the Butcherbird genus Cracticus. This is perhaps why you see them quite happy
in each other’'s company and some have heard the butcher bird imitating their songs.

They have a black crown and face and a grey back, with a thin white collar. Their wings are
grey, with large areas of white and their underparts are white. Their legs and claws are also
grey. The grey and black bill is large, with a small hook at the tip of the upper bill which is not
always obvious so that they are sometimes mistaken for small kingfishers. Dark brown eyes
blink brightly at you. Both sexes are similar in plumage, but the females are slightly smaller
than the males. Young Grey Butcherbirds resemble adults, but have black areas replaced
with olive-brown and a buff wash on the white areas.

The Butcherbird was first described by the ornithologist John Gould in 1837 as Vanga
nigrogularis, the type specimen collected near Sydney. It is one of six (or seven) members of
the genus Cracticus known as butcherbirds. Within the genus, it is most closely related to the
Tagula and Hooded Butcherbird. The three form a monophyletic group within the genus,
having diverged from ancestors of the Grey Butcherbird around five million years ago.

During her years at Ooldea Mrs. Daisy Bates, C B.E_, cultivated friendships not only among the aborigines but ' with the numerous birds
and reptiles who soon learnt that the precincts of her tent were sanctuary.
