A
great turnout from the youngest o year old nippers to the oldest life members in their 80s gathered on ANZAC Day to participate in the
annual Parade and meet at the club afterwards. This great club, which has served all throughout yet another busy summer of visitors and
residents frequenting Avalon, like all volunteer SLSC's, take down the red and yellow flags for the last day of the season today, 28th of
April, 2013.

Each season over 20,500 volunteer surf lifesavers from 129 surf clubs patrol more than 200 NSW beaches from Fingal Heads at the mouth
of the Tweed River to Pambula Beach in the state's far south. Every season they save thousands of lives and contribute well over a half a
million hours of service in patrol hours.

Hon. Rob Stokes announced on April 9th, 2013 that Avalon Beach SLSC has recently been named as the recipients of $36 500 provided
in addition to the $320,000 recently provided by the NSW Government to undertake the long-awaited reconstruction of its club house
facilities. The work needed to secure this funding was supported by our local MP as part of the NSW Government’'s Community Building
Partnership Program and focused in Pittwater on funding for key community facilities.

As the season closes we’d like 1o salure all of you who have toiled so hard throughout the season most have a restin and
congratulate the Avalon Beach Surf Life Saving Club as they head into an exciting week and into a new era as they approach
the club’s 90th anniversary in 2015.

This is what the faces of everyday heroes look like. These two gentlemen, trained volunteers and members of the Broken Bay Marine
Rescue unit, were making one of their routine patrols on Saturday 16th of March through Coasters Retreat when they were hailed by the
owner of one vessel and informed of a near drowning that had occurred on an adjacent yacht. A young child had fallen overboard and a
mother, a poor swimmer, had gone into the water to rescue this child. Both were quickly swept away from near the yacht by a strong
current, the mother holding the child up above the water and swallowing a lot herself by being underwater.

Her husband had been able to retrieve the child and his wife from the water but due to her being submerged she had gone to lie down in
the forward cabin 40 minutes since and her husband was finding it difficult to wake her. Skipper Arteaga was asked to assess the
gentleman's wife while he looked after their two children. He too found her difficult to wake and when she did, it was only to mention she
was cold before becoming unconscious again. Her breathing was shallow. It was clear she needed medical assistance as soon as
possible.

The skipper of BB20 on duty radioed BEMR base and requested paramedics to be sent, which they promptly were by BB30 and the lady
was transferred to shore at the Bayview base and to hospital. Her husband, accompanying her with their two children, expressed his
sincere thanks to Jimmy Arteaga and Simon Forrester.

We don't often get to share small insights into the events and incidents Broken Bay Marine Rescue have to attend due to the nature of
these events and our own policy of protecting the privacy of those involved. When we can we like to remind all that heroes walk quietly
beside us, determined to keep the safety of life at sea (SOLAS).

Anzac Day in Pittwater began on Sunday the 21st of April with the annual Pittwater RSL Sub Branch march to Mona Vale Memorial Park
for a Commemoroative service. At dawn on Thursday, 25th of April, one of the longest running suburban dawn commemaorative services
commenced at Avalon Beach RSL. A clear night brought an autumn chill to the morning and the muffled sound of waves breaking against
the shore behind the dunes gave a glimmer of what our ancestors may have experienced at Gallipoli and on all frontiers of conflicts past.

In 2013 we are privileged to again share the addresses given at the 11am Service at Avalon as these too are records that should be kept;
HERE
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ANZAC Day In ittwater - 2013
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A sentiment expressed by one commentator during this year's ANZAC Day reports is that our Dawn Service on this day each year
honours those who did not return while the March that takes place afterwards honours those who did and gives all a chance to see and
thank these service people as much as allow them a chance to catch up with old friends.

The formal services of both dawn and mid-maorning marches incorporates the Last Post, the Ode and these are followed by Reveille. The
Last Postis used at Commonwealth military funerals and ceremonies commemoaorating those who have been killed in war.

It had another function at the close of a day of battle. It signalled to those who were still out and wounded or separated that the fighting was
done, and to follow the sound of the call to safety and rest. lts use in Remembrance Day, ANZAC Day and Victory in the Pacific Day
ceremonies in Australia has two generally unexpressed purposes: The first is an implied summoning of the spirits of the Fallen to the
cenotaph, the second is to symbaolically end the day so that the period of two minutes silence, before the Rouse (bugle call to wake soldiers
up) and then the Reveille (bugle call to get out of bed) is blown, becomes a ritualized night vigil.

It allows all attending, whether at dawn or a mid-morning Commemaorative Service after the March, two minutes silence to reflect on what
the experience of war may be or to remember relatives still present or gone, may have gone or be going through.

These notes, the last long one, the silence and then the call to rise in quick piped call express our sadness, our melancholy, our turn at
keeping watch and the sigh and determination and rush to do again with quick step, with clear eye.

The custom dates from the 17th century, ariginating with British troops stationed in The Metherlands. It draws on an older Dutch custom,
called taptoe, from which comes the term Tattoo as in Milifary tattoo, and also the term Taps as in “turn off the beer taps’. The ‘Last Post’
was also used by British forces in North America in colonial times. There its function was taken over as "Taps’ and has been used by the
United States Army since 1862.

The use of both the Last Post and the Rouse and Reveille at cenotaph ceremonies here, since the First World War, also carries a
Christian reference to Judgement Day and a hope that there will be one day when the living and the dead arise together.

This year the Prologue was given by Don Porter, President of the Avalon Beach RSL sub-branch:

VWe have assembled here this morning to remember and commemaorate the day we cal ANZAC day — that day when this country joined
with allies to fight at Gallipoli.

| This was not the first time this country had sent soldiers overseas to fight wars. They left in 15885 to assist the British forces North Africa
and again, in 1899 they were sent to assist the British in the Boer war in Southern Africa.

My wife Kathryn recently pointed out to me the writings of a lady, a Miss West, an English woman whao with her friend Miss Clubbe came to
Australia where, in 1913, they started a schoaol far girls.

In an address to the school on ANZAC Day in 1924, Miss West made the following observations about Australian nationhood - she noted
the following events as the important stages of the development of the Australian nation:

The First: In 1901 Federation - the six separate states of Australia became one

On 25th of April 1915 the ANZACSs landed at Gallipoli

In May 1927 the first Federal Parliament was opened in the new capital Canberra

In 1931 by the Statute of Westminster, Australia became an independent nation — part of the British Commonwealth of Mations - all of
which are equal

Miss West noted that all these events were important - they marked definite stages in the
evolution of Australia as a nation

But if we had to choose one of them of which we could say "Here our nation was born”™ - "This event made us a 1iving nation” we would
probably choose the landing at Gallipoli on April 25th 1915,

Miss West, almost 60 years ago, observed that Laws, statutes, and parliaments cannot give life, nor can constitutions bestow nationhood
—what makes a nation is the quality of its men and women and a nation 15 made great by consecrated lives and heroic deeds.

Miss West was pretty close to the mark.

Motwithstanding Gallipoli was a defeat — each year on this day — people all over Australia — and Australians overseas — meet {0 pay
homage to all who have suffered and died for Australia — it has become a tradition and properly observed can exert a profound influence
an our lives and a sense of responsibility.

In World Warl, at Gallipli, in the Middle East and on the Western Front their deeds and sacrifice demonstrated to the world that they, the
ANZACS, came from lands that deserved recognition.

And 21 years later, In World War I, the sons and daughters of those ANZACS came forward and discharged fully, in deeds and sacrifice,
the heritage of the ANZACS.

They followed the call in Korea, Malaya, Borneo, Vietnam, Irag and Afghanistan. They took up arms in peacekeeping, peacemaking and
border control operations serving in Egypt, Pakistan, the Middle East, Somalia, Cambodia, Rwanda, East Timar, Bougainville and the
Solomon Islands.

And there are those who lost their lives while training and preparing themselves for war in this and other countries.

VWe should remember not only our Defence Force personnel but also the members of our Australian police forces and volunteer medical
staff who have also deployed to many of these countries.

It is also well to remember that Australians generally are welcome in most countries of the world where Australian Forces have trod and
that welcome importantly includes Turkey and Vietnam where with our allies we suffered defeats.

Qur freedom, our liberty and our humanity was won at great cost— 102, 000 lost their lives. Our freedom, our liberty and our
humanity must not be lost by our own indifference — mourn with pride and hold fast the heritage they left us.

Hon Bronwyn Bishop gave the Commemorative Address and honoured all those who serve today as much as the many who preceded
them. Having visited Gallipoli and many other cenotaphs around the world, our Member for Parliament reiterated her respect and support
of all who serve Australia in every branch of the services and reminded all present how much we owe to our servicemen and
servicewomen.

As has been the practice for several years now, formal wreaths laid at the cenotaph to honour the fallen are also complimented by tributes
of books which are later distributed to local schools.

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Ross

Ross on Tasmania’'s Herntage Highway is perfect for a mid-way stopover between Launceston and Hobart. Tranquil scenery, colonial
buildings and country-pub meals make for a pleasant interlude while touring.

Comfortable accommaodation is available at the Ross Motel, far enough away from the highway to ensure a peaceful night’s sleep. lts
adjacent caravan park with large shady trees is flanked on one side by an ancient stone wall. In front of both, the Macquarie River lazily
flows by in this last month of summer. The village also offers B & Bs and self-catering cottages, a number complete with English cottage
gardens.

Bright green poplars pierce the sky; distant hills shimmer. Sparrows chirrup and flit around bushes. The occasional ‘baa’ from grazing
sheep adds to the bucolic scene. Sitting on a riverside seat it's pleasantly warm in the sunshine. Islands of bulrushes inhibit the river’s flow.
Allow some down time before meandering off to see Ross’s freasures.

The village has a great colonial feel to it. Apart from its timber cottages, many of the buildings are of solid stone as if the founders were
sure of its future. Ross began as a garrison in 1812 hence its convict associations and military history. The sale of land to settlers
commenced in 1832. Ross became a staging post with inns for the coaching business until rail travel came in the late 1800s.

One highlight is the intricately carved Ross Bridge built by convicts. Stonemasons, Daniel Herbert and James Colbeck carved Celtic
symbols, animals and the images of notable personalities above the arches spanning the river. In appreciation of their craftsmanship they
were emancipated on completion of the bridge in 1836. Herbert lived in Ross for the remainder of his life and has the most impressive
monument in the original burial ground.

The Uniting Church {(c1885) stands atop a hill overlooking the tiny township. With its spire, gables and arched windows, it is a masterpiece
of stonewaork. A pity its huge keyed lock prevents visiting the interior but it is rewarding to walk around.

An historic walk leads to another of Ross’s main attractions: the Convict Female Factory site. In the early days convict gangs employed on
public works were stationed here overseen by the famous Rum Corps. The Female Factory established in 1848 in the old buildings held
up to 120 women and their babies. Separated into three classes, the worst the Crime class were hardened criminals. In the remains
there’s a scale model and numerous stories of the occupants before the factory’s closure in 1854,

On the main crossroads of Bridge and Church Streets are the four corners of Ross. The Man O Ross Hotel (1835) is designated
Temptation. Directly opposite, the Town Hall is Recreation. Adjacent is a private residence, once the Town Gaol known as Damnation and
on the final corner is the Roman Catholic Church (1920) deemed Salvation.

Allow time to wander into The Little Box to purchase a gift or souvenir of your visit. | loved its enticing display outside of a straw man and a
teddy in a trike. Classwood, a family owned business, has a range of superbly crafted timber items from boxes to bowls to kitchenware.
Further along Church Street there’s an antique shop full of colourful vintage and old wares. Some may trigger memaories of grandma’s
afternoon tea parties with patterned cups and saucers. Several bakeries provide tempting treats for lunch: scallop pies, pastries along with
tea or coffee.

If you're interested in pastoral history head to the Tasmanian Wool Centre. Learn the story of merino wool in this district. Touch fine wool,
feel the finely-ridged fleece and smell the lanolin. On display is a model of a merino ram, once the symbol of national prosperity to
Australia. Some of you may remember the saying, ‘Home on the Sheep’s Back’', before the arrival of synthetic fabrics.

The entrepreneurial enthusiasm of Scotswoman, Eliza Forlonge was behind the successful wool industry in this region. Several times she
travelled to Saxony to buy the best sheep. She sold some to the Australian Agricultural Company then in 1829 sent her son William off to
Australia with 100 Saxon merinos. His land grant in nearby Campbell Town began the local fine wool industry.

When travelling Tasmania add historic Ross to the itinerary. Whether you wish to delve into the colonial past or just enjoy its atmosphere
today this is a delightful stopping place. Scenery to soothe the soul.

son of the Rev. William
Snowden Smith,
Prebendary of
Chichester, and Mary
Anne, his wife,

daughter or J. Robin,

of Jersey. He was born
at St Heliers in 1836,
and married in 1670
Florence, daughter of
Rev. Lewis Deedes,
rector of Bramfield,

who died in 1890, on
the eve of her

departure for New

South Wales. He was
educated at i
Marlborough College |
and at Trinity College, ‘
Cambridge, of which

he was scholar and
became Fellow in 1860. He graduated B.A. in 1858, taking a first
class in classics and theology, MAA_Iin 1862, B.D. in 1871, and
received the degree of D.D. in 1889. He was a most successful
prizeman during his university career. The Bishop was ordained
deacon in 1829, priest in 1860, and was chaplain to the Bishop of
Madras from 1861 to 1865, curate of Holy Trinity, Cambridge, in
1866, vicar of Trumpington from 1867 to 1869, and was appointed
examining chaplain to the Bishop of Norwich in the latter year and
Honorary Canon of Chester in 1880. He was Principal of St. Aidan's
College from 1869 to 1889, when he was elected to the see of
sydney . Difficulties, however, arose owing to the fact that he
received a less number of votes than another candidate, who
declined the appointment, whereupon Dr. Saumarez Smith was
declared duly elected without a fresh election. Several of the
principal Australian bishops protested that the nomination was
invalid, the Archbishop of Canterbury declining to issue the
necessary authority for his consecration. In the result he voluntarily
withdrew his claim to the see, and was then duly elected and
consecrated in 1890 as Metropolitan of the province and Primate of
Australia. He is the author of a number of theological works, of
which the principal are "Obstacles to Missionary

Success” (Maitland prize essay for 1867) (1878); " Christian

Faith” (five sermons preached before the university of Cambridge)
(1869); "Lessons on the Book of Genesis" (1679). Portrait of the
Right Reverend Saumarez Smith, Archbishop of Sydney [between
1889 and 1909], nla.pic-an23296654 courtesy National Library of
Australia.
