Pittwater Council has won a national award for its series of local markets and an additional award for Open Space Development for its
regeneration of Narrabeen Sports High Playing Fields.

The Council has coordinated several markets for a number of years in the Pittwater area, including the monthly Palm Beach Market for
seven months of the year and the weekly fresh produce market held on Friday mornings at Pittwater Rugby Park North Narrabeen.

Big Bird’s Record Flight to Auckland - 19 OCTOBER 2013

When they passed between Auckland’s North Head and the leading lights at Rangitoto Channel at 9:12:43NZT this morning, the six-man
crew on the giant multihull from Sydney nicknamed "Big Bird’ set a new world speed passage record from Sydney to Auckland.

Once verified by the World Sailing Speed Record Council, it will be Team Australia’s second speed record in eight months having slayed
the previous fastest time for the passage from Sydney to Hobart back in February.

Skipper Sean Langman bravely predicts their elapsed time of 2 days 19 Sl 3 B
hours 2 minutes 45 seconds and 18.8 knot average speed for the Trans- -: ’p" |
£F - |

Tasman ocean crossing will stand for decades.

“We had perfect conditions, essentially we beam reached on port to the tip
of NZ, gybed, parked for a couple of hours then beam reached on
starboard to the finish, a scenario that is basically unheard of.

‘I reckon this record could stand for many years,” said the delighted
skipper just before the champagne corks started popping. The crew hasn’
had a big hug yvet, we got 20 knots on us at the finish, had to furl sails, work
out a tow in and then it started to rain.. .there was too much going on,” he
added.

Langman said they struck another obstacle, likely another large fish down
the N7 east coast last night.

“We hit what we think was another fish 30 miles offshore half way down the 58
coast doing 25 knots. The boat went into an involuntary gybe when the :
rudder popped up and very quickly it was all hands on deck. It was then |
declared fish are not my friends.”

The Orma 60 was carrying some damage from the first afternoon out of
Sydney. Langman reckoned they hit a shark which crushed the starboard
foil chocks, causing the boat to nosedive at high speed.

He said repairs will be made, with the boat still in the water, in time for next
Friday’'s PIC Insurance Brokers Coastal Classic.

Forty knots of puff on the first night had moderated to the thirties on the
second night. By the third night Team Australia was in the doldrums at the
centre of an inconveniently parked high pressure cell. With the help of
meteorologist Roger Badham working overtime back in Australia the
shackles were quickly cast off. The crew produced some special magic
avernight, finding enough breeze offshore to be two hours ahead of the
model at daybreak.

Langman is upping the ante for this race starting next Friday, taking on some new crew: round-the world sailing power duo Mike and
Emma Sanderson and revered Australian navigator Adrienne Cahalan, plus a brand new suite of Doyle Sails NZ sails.

Team Australia’s racing team has other South Pacific records in their sights and will join most of the best-known Australian East Coast
regattas and races over the summer.

Sydney Wildlife Constructs a Rehabilitation Flight Aviary for
Southern Cross Wildlife Care

During April of this year we became aware of Global Giving, an online facility set up to support vital projects worldwide that do not aftract
the kind of funding they need. Sydney Wildlife, an organisation of volunteers licensed by NSW National Parks & Wildlife Service to rescue,
rehabilitate and release sick, injured and orphaned native animals, was among the list of those seeking funds for projects and so we
forwent the Friday afternoon bottle of wine for a few weeks and invested in our native furred, finned, feathered and scaled gefting some
care instead. The Sydney Wildlife project was to establish a center or area to "Rehabilitate Wallabies and Kangaroos in Sydney".

Anyone who has stood quietly in the bush listening to the sounds of leaves and peace and then the thud, thud, thud, of a coming kangaroo
before ane glorious specimen bounds into sight, gazes through does eyes at you, before continuing off into the dapplings will know why yvou
would want yvour children and children’s children to experience such moments. Anyone who drives along Mona Vale road and has seen the
small brown mound of a wallaby who could not cross the road because there i1s no crossing for them and speeders speed would confirm a
tide needs to turn and it is people who can help this occur.

Soon after we were informed our gift had gone towards building and establishing an area at Waratah Park, the former home of “Skippy’
leased for a rehabilitation area which would enable Sydney Wildlife volunteers to:

‘now start building a suitable facility that accommaodates their complex requirements before release.

Our hardworking volunteers have started to clean the area in preparation to build our facility for Macropods. VWe have spent several days
clearing out sheds, mowing and weeding. These areas will become our rehabilitation facility and quarantine room.

On top of the physical work we have been doing, we have also been taking measurements and getting quotes to get the best price
possible to build our facility.”

Early in December 2012 we aftended a clean up of Careel Bay, collecting rubbish and other articles people thoughtlessly depasit in or
near our waterways which are devastating our wildlife, particularly the many birds who make these wetlands their homes. Since one staffer
has been collecting items foreign to this particular beautiful environment for over 30 years it seemed natural to joininand as a
consequence of that, speaking to those also there to do the same work, heard about a little project to build a Rehabilitation and Flight
Aviary desperately needed by Southern Cross Wildlife Care.

Our native birds are being devastated by habitat loss, by feral and domestic cats and by the rubbish people cannot dispose of correctly
being mistaken for a shiny silver fish when in fact it is a poisonous wrapper or one of the countless plastic bottle caps each tide returns to
our shores. Southern Cross Wildlife Care is the first stage of helping our Mative fauna. Dr Howard Ralph is attending to every kind of
‘critter’ brought to him 24/7, pro bono, and part of this prior to their being placed with a carer is getting each creature to a stage where they
may stand a befter chance of successful release back to their homes by rehabilitation under this veterinarians care. As Southern Cross
Wildlife Care is also a 100% volunteer organisation, funds for materials and labour must be drawn out of thin air.

Bob Bennett, a Sydney Wildlife volunteer and the
gentleman chatted with at Careel Bay in December 2012,
was equal to the task. He spoke to the excellent community
minded Johnson Brothers who gave him materials at cost,
anly the ten thousandth incidence of this, and asked his son
in law, Tony Hulspas, a talented carpenter, to help him lay
the foundations and construct the kind of aviary Dr Ralph
described was needed.

On Thursday this week this completed air room for injured
feathered beauties was planted out with natives donated by
our own Pittwater Council. This is surely one of the best
ways to celebrate Mational Bird Week (19-25 October
2013); a physical manifestation of many people’s
commitment to restoring what has been imperilled by
humans and their urban development.

Dr Howard Ralph informed us he already has a MNative
Dove- Spotted Turtle-Dove (Streptopelia chinensis) that
will soon be able to be transferred to this rehabilitation
aviary to learn to fly again. Great news.

Glen, one of the Sydney Wildlife and Southern Cross
Wildlife Care volunteers we spoke with on Thursday, stated
Dr. Ralph cares for over 3000 animals annually, “Injured
wildlife needs pain relief and treatment, just like any other
living creature.” Glen explained.

VWhat is needed now to facilitate the vital work of Southern Cross Wildlife Care, and the next step, the carers who are members of Sydney
Wildlife, are solar panels for the clinic at Braidwood as spiralling electricity costs are one extra worry that detracts energy from where it

needs to be focused — saving our native critters.”

For those who wish to train as carers Sydney Wildlife is holding their Training Course on November 2nd and 3rd 2013 — Details
HERE

The other way you can help is to simply provide maintenance funds to Southern Cross Wildlife Care to help with the purchase of medical
supplies, to pay electric bills and all associated costs with saving our wildlife.

Planting native plants instead of exotics will also aid our native wildlife and give back to you as you will see how many birds and furred
wildlife are aftracted to your garden for the nectar, seeds and to dwell in an environment mare like ‘home’ to them. A year round celebration
of our native wuildlife is yours for the making!

Flocks of Colour - Penny Olsen

A few weeks ago we received a beautiful new book compiled by
arnithologist Penny Olsen. With a Publication Date of 14 October
2013, and with the great array of parrots we have residing in
Pittwater, this seems a great way to celebrate Nafional Bird Week
(19-25 October 2013),

Have perceptions of parrots changed over time (since the arrival of
the First Fleet for example)? Are any Australian parrots extinct or
endangered? Late sixteenth-century maps showed how early
explorers told of a great land to the south where large flocks of
parrots occurred and inspired the name "Psittacorum regio”
meaning "The Land of Parrots”.

In this stunning book Flocks of Colour, published by the National
Library of Australia, Penny QOlsen shares with us her love of an
iconic Australian bird —the parrot. The book contains beautiful
reproductions of illustrations of parrots, including many of the first
ever painted, from the library's collection.

Mot many Australians would realise that the National Library of
Australia in Canberra has such a comprehensive collection of
arnithological material, including many rarities. Award-winning
natural history writer Penny Olsen always enjoys viewing original
artworks, rare books and journals.

"I did not expect to find anything new, so lwas surprised and
delighted to come upon three 18608 hand-coloured prints of
parrots—the Sulphur-crested Cockatoo, Australian King-Farrot
and Crimson Rosella—by French water-colourist and
lithographer Edouard Travies, one of the best artists of his
generation,” says Penny Olsen.

From an illustration of a Rainbow Larikeet collected live on Cook's
1770 Voyage —to Cooper's twentieth-century watercolour of the
elusive Night Parrot, this book features all 56 species of the parrot
family and places them in historical context.

VWith illustrations from more than 35 arfists, Australian parrots are the most diverse assortment of species of any country. They are often
distinctive in behaviour or colour, or both. "Arguably, parrots are Australia's best-loved and most familiar birds,” says Penny Olsen.

VWith introductory essays by ornithologist Penny Olsen, Flocks of Colour covers two and a quarter centuries of discovery and
illustration of Australia's avifauna. It features a rich portfolio of images of all the Australian parrots, by various artists including John
Gould, Edward Lear, Neville W Cayley and William T Cooper, selected from the collections of the MNational Library of Australia. The
foreword is by Joseph Forshaw, a world expert on the parrot family.

VWe took the opportunity to ask Penny a few questions about Flocks of Colourthis week:
VWho is, in your opinion, the most impaortant ornithologist in this new book and why are they?

| would have to say that John Gould was the most :
important ornithologist in the book: he is often referred to as the father B
of Australian ornithology. He made the first descriptions of a great
many of our birds and gave them a scientific (Latin) name. He was a
superb ornithologist and many of his names stand today. Of course, 8
he also produced those magnificent illustrated volumes, The Birds of |
Australia, detailing all that was known at the time—an awesome |
achievement.

Flocks of Colour encompasses the shift from skippers such as de
VIamingh noting the presence of parrots in Australia through to when
naturalists were begun to be included on voyages here. How
important was including naturalists to be for future generations®

Australia was colonised during the period when the superpowers of
the time were sending out ships in search of lands, resources and
trade. Part of this trade was the birds and other creatures of the
world, which were sought after by scientists, gentlemen naturalists
and newly established museums. Some too were potentially useful for N e ————
domestication as pets or for food. i M
Maturalists collected and recorded what they could at each landfall.
Often an artist was among the naturalists and this was especially
Impaortant in the era before an effective means of specimen
preservation had been discovered. Curiously, no naturalists or natural
history artists were sent on the First Fleat.

Mevertheless some of the officers realised the value of recording the
natural history of the new colony of New South VWales, and used their
training and equipment as naval draughtsmen to paint the animals
and plants, or employed convicts with some artistic talent, such as
forgers, to do so. These first records tell us something about what
Australia was like at the time.
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Flocks of Colour celebrates as well as charts the development of
illustrating birds as well as the way their names were spelt and are now spelt - how important is a knowledge of the change in spelling when
identifying what bird may be referred to?

The subject of bird names is a minefield. Various names, both scientific and vernacular, have been used over the years and illustrate how
Important it is to have standardised names and a system for achieving that. How else do we know which bird we are talking about? The
Linnean system of classifying and naming living things scientifically work well, though taxonomists still argue about where certain taxa
belong, are they full species or subspecies, which birds are their allies. Common names are cause for even more argument—there are
regional differences in names (both within Australia and internationally), they may change over time and people are wedded to their
favourites. So, most of us stick to one of the accepted lists.

On page 198 - The Night Parrot - beautiful illustrations of the only true nocturnal parrot - and not seen for a while?

The Might Parrot has recently been in the news because the first ever photographs of it were taken recently. This was extremely significant:
there have been no confirmed sightings of a live individual since the 1880s. Having just old museum specimens to go on, we weren't really
sure what the bird looked like: its jizz, its posture, even its exact colour. As it happens, it turned out to have more yellow in its plumage than
expected but the illustration of it by William Cooper (on p. 198) captures its posture perfectly.

Flocks of Colour celebrates our parrots but also charts insights into the environmental shifts of these birds and their habitats — for example
the movement of galahs from inland areas to coastal regions due to land clearing. Which parrot has been most impacted by Europeans
settling in Australia?

Various parrots have been impacted differently: some have benefited and spread or multiplied in numbers. These include the galah, as you
mentioned, and some of the corellas, which have benefited from changes associated with agriculture (water, crops, more suitable habitat).
Other parrots have suffered through loss of their habitat to agriculture, development, overgrazing and so forth; these include the extinct
Paradise Parrot from the Darling Downs region. At the moment, of the parrots in book, the Orange-belled Parrot, numbering about 40
birds, is probably the parrot nearest to extinction in the wild. Coxen’s Fig-Parrot, the Tasman Parrot and the Western Ground

Parrot, arguably subspecies, are not faring much better.

Flocks of Colouris a stunning visual collection of some of the National Library of Australia's vast collection of Australian Parrot illustrations
- how did you choose which ones to include and which are your favourites?

One of the purposes of book is to showcase the collections of the National Library of Australia, which has an amazing collection of colonial-
era paintings and old monographs with hand-coloured illustrations to choose from. | wanted to include every resident Australian parrot,
including those on Australian territories such as Christmas and Macquarie Island; 56 in all. For each species, | particularly tried to get the
first illustration and a couple of more modern interpretations. Apart from historical significance, | sometimes chose for beauty, sometimes
accuracy, sometimes quirkiness—anything that appealed! My favourites change from day to day.

Penny Olsen is an orithologist, researcher and writer with a passion for natural history. She is Associate Professor in the Research
School of Biology at The Australian Mational University. She has written more than 20 books including Glimpses of Paradise. The Quest
for the Beautiful Parrakeet (2007), A Brush with Birds: Bird Art in the National Library of Australia (2008), Upside Down World: Early
European Impressions of Australia’s Curious Animals (2010) and Cayley & Son: The Life and Art of Neville Henry Cayley & Neville

William Cayley (2013).

Mo, | sail with Sailability as well. | sail in the little dinghies with them. It's great fun when I'm racing people, especially the volunteers. They
give up so much time for us, they are very special people.

How do you put up with Bob®
Only just. {laughs).
What was it like to win last Sunday?

It was great. | was just saying to Bob earlier | haven't won anything for 15 years and to finally win something it was quite exciting. The guys
don't really care about winning or losing but | was “yay!'. It was very good.

So did your crew get awarded a trophy?

Bob: Yes, last Sunday we had that. Every person that sailed received a botfle of wine and Linda received a voucher as well. The trophy,
which shall be a perpetual trophy as log as the series continues, is being engraved with our names.

As crew on SoFarr — what were you doing during the Two Islands race?

VWhen the race started there were all these boats behind us, many of them yelling out good naturedly “Why are you sailing?!l” and 50 |
velled back "We've invested!!”

What do yvou think of the Inclusive ‘Integrated disAbled Sailing” Program launched by the RPAYC?

Linda: | think it's amazing. At the Gala Dinner on the Saturday night details of upcoming plans were announced as well as a little about the
35 foot boat that Dan Fitzgibbons is trying to get up and running. But the part | love is the Integrated Sailing — which is encouraging people
with disabilities to sail in the Competition.

Linda also had a quiet word when Bob was out of earshot, explaining Mr Bennett has spent a lot of time with her over the last six months
teaching her all he can about sailing, "Bob has done so much for me. He tries not to let other people know but he has.”

In Linda's opinion Bob is a wonderful person who has done so much for her and others, and she wants this acknowledged. Bob is always,
in our experience, doing something for someone somewhere and threatens litigation if we let anyone know, putting it down to a simple wish
to give back, to invest something into community now that he can — so please don't mention this report when you see him next.
