Avalon Sailing Club Celebrates 75 Years

On Saturday evening (2nd of November 2013) the Avalon Sailing Club was filled to capacity in one of several events on over this weekend
to celebrate the 75th year of this family orientated sailing club.

During the evening MC Tony Mowbray introduced one member after another to share anecdotes both amusing and serious on the
formation and development of ASC. Laughter, cheers and insights for visitars into decades of sailing on Pittwater were given.

Norm Field, past commodare, related a few stories about his beginnings as a centreboard sailor and how the old Torpedo Wharf, when it
was still operational for training and target practice, had a target near the clubhouse, caused many a nervous moment for sailors. Fellow
member John recalled sailing around these torpedo targets in a fancy dress event where the object was to use them for tomato and egg
pitching where the correct splatter earned members points.

Jim Katz had amusing stories regarding the Starters Tower that once projected above the roofline of the original building, which was never
used for its purpose being too far from the courses start lines for aces but was utilised by many younger members, particularly teenagers,
before being pulled down.

Life Member John Brogan shared the story of his father, John Snr_, architect of the clubhouse structure that stands today:

“The Club building has only been in use for 55 years. [t is, as far as | know, the youngest Clubhouse on Pittwater. Some of you will
remember race days off Clareville Beach. There were no supporting facilities at all. Mo toilets and very little rigging space at high tide.

VJ's arrived on roof racks with mast, boom and pole lashed alongside and centreboard lying on the back seat. Sails were bundled into the
boot.

This was most inconvenient to members who lived away form the beach. The club could not progress further without a Clubhouse.

In 1955 Permissive Occupancy as granted by the Lands Department for the present site and building began in December 1955. the
building took two years to complete — the whole achieved by volunteers and mostly amateur labour.

Sometimes a great number of volunteers were needed. One such occasion was in March 1956 when the roof trusses were to be lifted. A
crane was impractical due to lack of access so an alternative had to be found.

Enter the Social Commitieel

Australian Associated Press was invited to attend and record the ‘raising of the trusses’. The result was a record turn out of members and
friends dressed according to fashion rather than work.

Trussed portals lying on the floor are like a drunk. When lifting them up they tend to bend and twists at the knee and when erect, need to be
supported. The lift went smoothly but when the Press left at midday, the work crowd also rapidly shrank, the result being the bracing was left
Incomplete.

That night, like a tree that falls in the forest, all the trusses tethered together fell together — unseen and unheard. The drunk was lying on the
floor again.

On Sunday morning, without the aid of the Press, the trusses rose again quite quickly — perhaps because three was less posing for the
cameras.

It is rewarding to see how the Clubhouse has been maintained ane extended — particularly the deck we are gathered on this evening. The
extended pontoon is the feather in the cap for the Club and has enabled me to tie up to this structure rather than sail the long way round.”

Richie WVenn was invited to the stage and he had a sailing adventure to share about a trip with Ross Trembath back from Hobart to Sydney
in a boat named 97" which won the Sydney to Hobart in 1993. A slide show behind this gentleman showed himself and Mr Trembath with
Wild Oats X in the background at Constitution Dock in Tassie "The closest we got to Wild Oats!” was the comment. ..

And on sailing back to Sydney and the famous temperamental weather that can rise quite suddenly when crossing back to the mainland. ..
"Human beings don't belong in Bass Strait.”

Mr. Venn then had a picture of a five metre white shark placed on the screen — not from this trnip back up the coats, but simply to check all
were listening, promising to share this little story again soon... which was all a ruse and prelude. .. to asking current Commaodore of ASC,
Jan Scholten, "Clogs’ to come to the stage and announce the presentation of Life Membership to Ross and Jan Trembath, stating Ross
and Jan have ensured all who come here know this club is all about family — they have been welcoming to everyone for decades. Ross and
Jan are Mr. and Mrs. Avalon Sailing Club.”

Ross, who Jan tells us has been a member at Avalon Sailing club since he was seven years old, stated in acceptance ™ We have had a
fabulous time at this Club for so0 many years. This club, every time we come is different — different sailing conditions, but it is all about spirit
and | am so happy to have been connected to it over a lifetime.”

Jan had a mothers perspective, "We have two grown up sons who are decent nice boys because of what this club and sailing here gave
them. Instead of getting into trouble they could come here and muck about in boats and meet girls. This is all because of Avalon Sailing
Club.”

Avalon Sailing Club are holding races on Pittwater today so be sure to shout out “Congrats!” if you see centreboards and larger vessels
flying their burgee.

It begins as | mentioned, long before the melting sun can excite the roosters, pigs and water-buffalo, down the far end of a long hallway, the
hallway of a 100 year old convent. This sacred place rests in the hills, the heart of Soibada, perhaps the most religiously devout place on
earth, or af least in Timor-Leste. The bell chimes and we take our places along the old wooden pews in a church that seems somehow
Impossible to exist here; its walls reach to the Gods creating an atmosphere of birth, death, life, all simultaneously. And what makes me
shiver here in the hot, sticky marn is not the sickening heat yet to come, the slow rocky rides along precarious cliff roads, or even the
aoverflowing plates of steaming white rice; it is the harmonies of seminarian tenors that suddenly lift to the perimeters of the church and
beyond, lifting into prayers proclaiming the fulfilment in simply existing.

VWe are taking slow steps up the dusty road before | can register once more that | am here, right now, in a place of dominating
bougainvilleas, white buildings, and surrounded by a people more heartwarmingly friendly than | have ever known. The mass takes hours
but | don't mind. My heart opens a little more when each song is performed, and | sway side to side, my eyes closing. The heat is 50
intense | can barely stay awake! Their reverence for not only mass, but the way they move in collecting water, preparing food and gathering
the children, feels to me like a divine act of spirituality, a different way of experiencing the world in which exercise is not done for joy, but as
a sheer act of survival.

Suddenly we are surrounded by a group of chanting, clapping, singing children. Is this the same day, | cannot telll We are treated like
royalty, seated amongst plates and plates of fried meat and green vegetables, and | don't need to mention the ricel And then there are the
bowls and bowls of fried cassava, taro, potato and banana, all made into chips. The sight is quite extraordinary, not to mention the smells!
Plates are piled high, and food is devoured, yet the bowls holding the hard-earned bounty never seem to empty, and although stomachs
are filled and glasses are tipped to and fro, conversation never seems to cease.

It may be the life-energy of the Timorese, their resilience to the land or their weathered skin and tough bodies, but the perception of all that
IS around me becomes more and more familiar, as if | had always been here. What's more, time operates in a different fashion_ It is not
that weird that we are rising before Sam, lowering after 11pm and are not tired! It is as if every breath, every subtle, tiny movement and
whisper is held in my memoaory, slowly moving through different constructs of experience and culture.

As the colours intensify and the fires burning rubbish cease, we take ance more to the verandah where we light our own fires in candles
and slowly, patiently begin our burming. Though time is different, the days blur into one another and we sigh a sigh of contentment. At this
exact spot in the dawn, horses will rip up the dewy grass and all we will hear is this noise, not even a shadow.

We will go to dinner now with a priest and a nun and a whole community of Timorese, and we will walk back up a blackened road with the
intent of developing creafive, sustainable practices they can use to transform their own lives. We are here to teach them skills, not to give
them clothes. We are here to build and develop long-lasting relationships, to implement artistic, innovative practices that are in harmony
with their values, traditional and contemporary ways of living and cultural needs. The very thought of helping others to whom we are
indebted arises something very pure within us, and satisfies a sense of purpose so truthful to human existence that | will leave you with this
thought, and we can continue next time with some exhilarating and quirky adventures. ..

What | will also say, is that this vision of sustainable development and artistic expression within Soibada, Timor-Leste is a collaborative
effort, and has heightened momentum from the small, consistent efforts over a long time period to be at this place right now. It will continue
to grow, change and evolve as different people become involved in their own unigue way, offering something that intrinsically and
extrinsically helps all involved. This is what fascinates me about cultures — cultures of people, experiences, places and art — and how we
are all connected with one another for the evolution of life experience.

Timor Leste Day at Sacred Heart School, Mona Vale - Friday
1st of November, 2013

A friendship agreement between the Sacred Heart school of Mona Vale and the small school in the village of Tasi Fatin, one of eight
satellite "sub-villages’ of Soibada, was begun a little while back. Letters have been exchanged, children have been finding out more and
more about life in Timor Leste, raising awareness as much as creating friends in another land. The children of Sacred Heart at Mona Vale
feel a special affinity with Soibada as the church there is called The Catholic Church of the Sacred Heart of Jesus. This wonderful old
building is the oldest church in Timor-Leste.

On Friday Tamara Sloper Harding, chairlady of the Pittwater Friends of Soibada, visited the school to share more insights, read a
traditional story to younger grades and share insights into a day in the life of a Timor Leste child with older grades. The children had a
‘mufti’ day and dressed in the colours of Timor Lest — red, black and yellow.

Popular as part of this was a question time where lots of hands shot up and asked about everything from how many children are in Tasi
Fatin's school (70—t is only a small school and many children around the village cannaot attend) — to what Tasi Fatin children sleep on
(Mats on a, usually, dirt floor).

During a recent visit to Tasi Fatin of Pittwater Friends of Soibada members, discussions of how to empower the villagers took place and
one item that arose was the hope of educating Tasi Fatin village members in how to grow nutritious crops and then the planting out and
maintaining of a Community Garden. The funding for the education phase was achieved through the Songs for Soibada concert held
earlier this year.

The Sacred Heart school of Mona Vale has a group called "Mini Vinnies” which is the social justice group at Sacred Heart open to all
students in years 4 — 6. Three teaches, Chris McBryde, Lisa Firman and Sonja Mastroianni coordinate the activities. Virpi Tuite , a mother
of two students at the school, is also a member of the Sacred Heart Mona Vale Social Justice Group.

During recent discussions it was decided to try and raise some funds towards the community garden for Tasi Fatin and the children
decided to draw a chalk outline of the Timor Leste flag and ask each student to bring a coin or two, silver or gold, and they would try and
cover these chalk lines with these.

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Melbourne Cup Week — Dariwell the 1879 Winner and His
Real Owner

Having spent s0 much time in romps over green hills when still small or visits to racetracks where with relatives to watch 'their horse’, or

hours listening to grandmotherly stories of riding horses that would hide from brothers riding their horses behind small banks of green and
tales from the other side of the family of relations who were also keenly interested in furthering horse racing in Australia, it seemed time to
investigate these seemingly kinetic connections of psychic communications with the equine world ... or at least satisfy childhood curiosity
as to why photographs of horses passing posts at racetracks lined my grandfather’s halls. '

So why this love of horses? Simply because of an able communication with all animals, or a hearkening back to times before the advent of
cars...and why invest in what to many seems an expensive and frivolous sport that may damage such magnificent creatures when the
opposite side of this coin is ‘work, work, work!” and 'do no harm' in family creed. Although I've never placed one bet on one horse,
Melbourne Cup or otherwise, a persistent and remaining excitement occurs each year in the minutes leading up to 3.00 p.m. on the first '
Tuesday in November, as well as a firm holding of something solid as a prayer no horse will be hurt chants itself in my head. |

It seems to be the family way to let other people take the credit for works done and bills paid, and not just because so many for so long
have asked so much of those they percieve to "have more' that they should be able to help themselves to, and to just keep quietly loving the
horses. But | am a Truthmonger who wanted to know how long has this, too, been going on:

When he was in Tasmania 'Goodwood' had a chat with Mr. W. A. Guesdon, who owned Darriwell and Darebin. The first-named won the
Melbourne Cup for him— he raced as Mr. Rawlinson— and Darebin, who came to Adelaide in 1882, ran inthe name of Mr. F_ F. Dakin.
The Dakins, F. F. and W. E —the latter managed Morphettville at one period for the late Sir Thomas Elder— were two young Englishmen.
who landed in Victoria with the widely known horse, the Marquis. The writer says:— For the Derby and Melbourne Cup of 1881 Mr.
Guesdon backed the 'two Darebins' to win £80 000. He still has the records of the bets in a book he showed to me. S. Jacobs executed
the commission for him. Darebin {The Peer— Lurline) was owned by the late Mr. F. F. Dakin, while his brother, W. E. trained the colt at that
time, at any rate. Being in want of ready cash, F. F. gave a bill of sale over Darebin to the breeder, the late Mr. S. Gardiner, of Bundoora.
He in turn became financially embarrassed, and the bill was bought by a third party. Eventually Mr. Guesdon came in as the sole owner, but
the colt continued to be run in the name of Mr. F. F. Dakin. Darebin had started a hot favorite for the Melbourne Cup in the year he won the
Derby, only to run a poor race. Mr. Guesdan did not lay off any of his £80 000. When he acquired Darebin he sketched out an ambifious
pragramme far him. He was to go to Adelaide for the 5t Leger, but was not to run in any handicap. He was a magnificent colt, standing
aver 10.2 hands high, and he formed the impression that he would not be at his best until five years old, as was the case with Darriwell, and
the Melbourne Cup was to be his particular mission in that season. Darebin was to be raced but liftle as a four-year-old. These plans were
all upset, owing to the happenings in Adelaide.

Darebin duly won the 5t. Leger - his only opponent was Dutchman— and on the second day of the meeting carried 8§ st. 8 lb_, and
accounted for the Queen's Birthday Cup, one mile and three-quarters, for which Mr. William Pearson's Commotion, in the
same stable, started favorite at 3 to 1.

On the day after Darebin won the Birthday Cup in Adelaide Mr. Guesdon was elected a member of Parliament in Tasmania. He got a
shack when he received woard that the colt had won. He had not a copper on, but anather patron of the stable, he subsequently discavered,
had won £8,000. This victory knocked the bottom out of everything from Mr. Guesdon's point of view. He tried to accept the situationin a
philosophical way, and hoped for better things in the future. Darebin was jumped up in the weights, and for the next Caulfield Cup was
allotted 9st. 8 Ib_, while he had the same weight in the Melbourne Cup. One day Mr. Guesdon received a wire from Mr. F. F. Dakin advising
him that he had backed Darebin on his behalf to win the Caulfield Cup for £11,000, at 100 to 1. Though this was not in accordance with his
intentions, he accepted the wagers. It was understood that the stable's first jockey, E. Power, would ride Darebin, but he was put up on
anather in the stable, Mr. William Pearson's Fryingpan. The services of Walter Hickenbotham were secured for Darebin, wha met with
Interference and failed to secure a place. Fryingpan was fourth. Mr. Guesdon asked Mr. Dakin by telegram why Power had not been given
the mount on Darebin. The answer was, 'Power elected to ride Fryingpan,' The Incident brought about a severance of friendly relations
between Mr. Guesdon and Mr. Dakin, but Power rade the horse in the Melbourne Cup. The race was run in a deluge of rain, and the winner
was The Assyrian. Darebin, with all his weight, ran a great race, just finishing behind the placed horses, and he might have won, Mr.
Guesdon thinks to this day, but for being knocked back by Stockwell as he was making his final run. Shortly afterwards Darebin was sold
to the Hon. E. K. Cox, in whose colors he won the Sydney Cup of 1883 with 9 st. 8 Ib_ In the saddle. RACING NOTES. (1919,

S0 this gentleman realised his dream of securing a Melbourne Cup- But what was it like back then, before this great race came of age(the
first Melbourne Cup was run in 1861), and what was the jockey who rode Dariwell like — where did this beautiful colt come from — after all,
with harses for courses it's all about pedigree, and how extensive was this forefather in supporting the noble sport of kings?:

Tim Whiffler, one of the earliest of the Melbourne Cup winners, sired Briseis and Darriwell, who followed in his footsteps and captured the
famous race; The TURF.

Tim Whiffler won the Melbourne Cup in 1867, the first filly to do so, Briseis won the 1876 Melbourne Cup. A bit about one in a long
line of W. A. Guesdon’s interests in all things to do with horses and horse racing:

OBITUARY. MR. W.A. GUESDOMN. SPORTSMAN AND BUSINESS MAN. The
death occurred at his residence, Cananore, Davey-street, yesterday afternoon
of Mr. William Algernon Guesdon, after a prolonged illness.

Mr. Guesdon, who was a native of Hobart, was born on September 8, 1648, and
was therefore 78 years of age. He was educated at Horton College and the
High Schoaol, Hobart, and passed his Associate of Aris degree in 1865 After 2
completing his education he went to Melbourne for a time, and then returned to -
Hobart, where he entered into business with his father, Mr. Willam A. Guesdon, .

under the name of W. A. Guesdon and Co. On the death of his father Mr.
Guesdon became head of the firm of Guesdon and Westbrook, which business
he afterwards sold and went back to Melbourne. He later moved to Sydney,
where he became secretary of the Warwick Farm Racing Club. He
returned to Hobart in 1890 and established the business of estate and
commission agent, which he conducted until he was forced to retire some
months ago through ill-health. Mr. Guesdon was a keen adherent of the turf, and
enjoyed the distinction of being the only Tasmanian to own and race the winners
of the Melbourne Cup and the Victoria Derby. His association with the
Tasmanian Racing Club dates from the first meeting held at the Rock
Hotel, Hobart, in1875, when he recorded the minutes.

The rules of racing drawn up by the club on its formation numbered 24, but in the
passage of years they have grown to a volume containing about 250, So0n
afterwards, however, Mr. Guesdon resigned from the commiftee of the TR.C_,
and interested himself in racing on the mainland.

As the owner of Darriwell, his ambition was to win the Melbourne Cup, and 50 |
enthusiastic did he become that he bought a horse named Denham to act |
as a schooling master for his Cup candidate. Darriwell was brought to
Tasmania in 1877, and in the following year was returned to the
mainland. In that year Darriwell won the Spring Stakes (1 "2 miles) in
record time, but was not stripped for the autumn meeting.

In 1879 Mr. Guesdon won the Melbourne Cup with Darriwell, and

afterwards sold the horse to a South Australian sportsman. In the following year Mr. Guesdon secured Darebin, with whom
he won the V.R.C. Derby and a number of important events at the spring meeting that year. On his return to Tasmania many years
later Mr. Guesdon rejoined the committee of the T.R.C_, and acted as judge in conjunction with the late Mr_ Alfred Lord. He held also the
position of starter to the club. For the last 10 years Mr. Guesdon had been treasurer of the T.R.C but resigned from that office immediately
after the last annual meeting, and subsequently from the committee. His resignation from the committee was considered imperative by his
medical adviser.

Mr. Guesdon held many decided views on racing and racing administratian, all the fruit of a long association with all branches of the
sport. He was a strong advocate of the legalisation of book-makers, the totalisator, in his opinion, representing something in the nature of
"a sneak or a thief "

On asking to be allowed to resign from the committee of the T.R.C. the following resolution of members was forwarded to him—

The committee accede with great regret to Mr. Guesdon's desire to resign from the committee owing to ill-health, and in accepting his
resignation desire fo express their appreciation of the very excellent work done by Mr. Guesdon during his term of office as
cammitteeman, and particularly relating to his services as hon. treasurer for the last ten years. They trust that Mr. Guesdon will in the
near future be completely restored to health.

PUBLIC LIFE.

Mr. Guesdaon took a prominent part in public life some years ago, and represented Central Hobart in the House of Assembly in 1882, after
which he again went to the mainland, and on his return he was elected one of the members for Hobart, halding the seat till the election in
1903, when he was defeated by Mr. W_ E. C. Jarvis. He did not again enter Parliament, though until his last illness he had been keenly
interested in all matters connected with the city and State. When in Parliament the last time he was a member of a Royal Commission
appointed to inquire into the question of a water supply for Hobart, the other members being the Chief Justice (Sir Herbert Nichaolls), the
late Sir George Davies, the late Mr. John Hamilton, the late Mr. R. C. Patterson, and Hon. W. B. Prop-sting, who now is President of the

| egislative Council. The Commission made an exhaustive inquiry into the matter, and the report was very helpful to the Corparation. The
last public task of importance which Mr. Guesdon fulfilled was, as a member, in conjunction with Mr_ Justice Ewing and Mr. A. Nicol, of
Burnie, of the Commission which inquired into matters connected with the management of the Institute for the Blind, Deaf, and Dumb.

"ALOSS TO RACING." MR. T. LYONS'S TRIBUTE.

The chairman of the Tasmanian Racing Club (Mr. T. Lyons) expressed his very keen regret on learning of the death of Mr. Guesdon, and
remarked that he would be a great loss to the sporting community because of his interest in the sport and his long and honourable
association with it.

" Mr. Guesdon was very experienced in all mafters connected with the turf and horses,” said Mr. Lyons," and the knowledge he possessed
was of very great value to his fellow-members on the committee of the Tasmanian Racing Club. He was a man of great originality, and
a very fine speaker, and always had the courage of his convictions. He would fight strongly for any objectin which he was
interested, and his death will be regretted by all sporting men in the State. He was forced to resign in September on account of his ill-
health, but we all hoped that he would long be spared to give members of the committee the benefit of his mature judgment on all matters
connected with racing. | am very sorry to learn of his death."

Darriwell In Tassie: from " The Mercury" of May 16, 1878.

VWe were yesterday afforded the opportunity of seeing the race-horse Darriwell, which is at Moore's livery stables. Since the Cup meeting
at Elwick, Darriwell has been well cared for by Mr. Moore at his stables, Glenorchy, and he has developed into a splen-did animal, a

perfect picture to look at. His owner, a Tasmanian, has made arrangements with Mr. Dakin, the well-known trainer in Victaria, to take the
harse under his supervision, and in a day or two Darriwell will proceed to Melbourne, via Launceston. In the hands of such a trainer as Mr.
Dakin, Darriwell ought to turnout something good, and we will watch his future career with some interest, in the hope that he may carry off
some of the rich prizes on the turf. [Darmwell was owned by the late Mr. W. Guesdon, of Hobart, and won the Melbourne Cup in 1879] 50

suburbia, it was a place of green fields.

DEATH OF DAREEIN. News comes from America of the death of Darebin, -by The Peerfrom Lurine- Darebin won the V. R.C. Derby in
1881, and' other good races that fell to him were the Sydney Cup(ost. §1b.) and the A R.C. Birthday Cup. Far nearly 20 years Darebin had
been at the stud in America. Darebin just outlived the Messrs. Dakin, one of whom was his part owner at one time, and the other his trainer,
but Mr. 5. Gardiner his breeder is still in Victoria. When Sir Thomas Elder, at the instance of Mr. John Harvey, the then secretary of the
AR.C. who died in Morth Queensland lately, invited Mr. W. E. Dakin to.._management of his stud, Mr.Dakin asked Sir Thomas to buy
Darebin and Dariwell. On the advice of Mr. C. H. T. Hart, who lately disappeared from South. Australia, Sir Thomas Elder took Darriwell
at 500 guineas, but refused Darebin at the same figure. Darriwell never won a race after Sir Thomas bought him, while Darebin
won the Victoria Derby, the Birthday Cup, the Sydney Cup, and but for being blocked by 5tockwell he could not have lost the
Melbourne Cup which the Assyrian won. Not only did Darnwell not win a race for Sir Thomas Elder, but he was an abject failure at the
stud. That he was a good raceharse is beyond question, but Sir Thomas acquired him too late. He went lame just before Grand Flaneur's
Melbourne Cup, and was not persevered with afterwards.

VETERAM JOCKEY PASSES. Death Of Sammy Cracknell QUAINT FIGURE

A QUAINT and picturesque figure was removed from the Australian turf last week by the death of Sammy Cracknell at the age of 86 years.
Cracknell won the Melbourne Cup of 1879 on Darriwell, and he rode in that race on several other occasions. He rode in the days when it |
was customary for the leading jockeys to be heavily moustached, and even bearded. Old-time sportsmen say that when Cracknell |
won the Melbourne Cup on Darriwell it was a never to be forgotten sight as his bright red beard waved in the breeze when he
passed the winning post.

In Big Cup Smash: Cracknell had many interesting experiences on the turf. In the 'seventies he worked for W.E. Dakin (trainer of Darriwell),
who at one time was in charge of Sir Thomas Elder's haorses at Morphettville. Cracknell won the Sydney Cup on Cunnamulla in 18582, and
he figured in the Caulfield Cup smash in 1885, when Grace Darling, ridden by J. Williams, was successful. Cracknell had a bad fall in that
race, and was unconscious for several days. Lying in the next bed to him in hospital was Prank McGrath, who won the last Melbourne Cup
with Peter Pan. McGrath also was badly injured when riding in the Caulfield Cup in 1885, A remarkable man for his years, Cracknell
never lost his great love of riding. He was more than 80 years old when he rode the steeplechaser Someworth in work at
Flemington.

Besides the abave, the following horses alsa started, viz., Richmond, Savanaka, Le Loup, Lord Harry, Demaocrat, Wellington, Strathearn,
Tom Kirk, Levant, Columbus, Glenormiston, Monarquo, K.C.B_, Caolima, Waxy, Tidal Wave, Falmouth, Riverton, Secundus, Roland, Terrific,
Caractacus, Wandering Jew, and Fullic, making twenty-eight in all. After a good start, with a pretty field, Suwarrow was first seen in front,
going away at a great pace, with Riverton, Savanaka, Tom Kirk, Waxy, and Glenormiston ; whilst Colima, Wellington, Democrat,
Monarque, and Columbus lay well in the centre. Suwarrow kept the lead all along the back of the course, but under the hill Darmwell's colors
were seen for the first time drawing to the front, and Sweetmeat running well forward ; Riverton and Colima also ran well. Suwarrow led into
the straight and half-way up; but Darriwell came on the outside and passed Suwarrow, who was under the whip. Sweetmeat came up at the
same time, and secured second place. Darriwell won a splendid race by a length from Sweetmeat, Suwarrow being third, Columbus fourth,
and Wellington fifth ; then came Colima and Waxy.
